PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Tom Radtke told the Board that Butte des Morts resident, Don Wolfe had passed away. 
ACCESS ROAD BREEZEWOOD & US HIGHWAY 45:

Spencer Breitreiter of 5275 Breezewood La. explained to the Board that the State had given him access to his home through a gravel driveway area that the State had purchased from another property owner. He said he was concerned about maintenance and snowplowing of this State owned property. 
Atty. Seubert said the documents from the State should describe ownership and maintenance. He suggested Breitreiter seek legal counsel.

AMBULANCE CONTRACT FOR 2009:

Chairman Rengstorf said he had attended an informational meeting in Omro and Chief Franz from the City of Oshkosh Ambulance was waiting for word from Aurora as to whether or not Aurora will be continuing their subsidy for rural ambulance service. Held for the October meeting.

E-911 JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT:

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to approve the annual E-911 Joint Powers Agreement with Winnebago County; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
RIVERMOOR RD. BOAT LAUNCH:

Eagon explained that the boat launch area at the end of Rivermoor Rd. is on the DNR directory of public access. Eagon is going to send a letter to the DNR requesting that the area be designated as a “carry-in access site” to help alleviate traffic problems. Burghardt suggested traffic signs. Held for the October  meeting 
DEVELOPERS AGREEMENT EXTENSION FOR BALL PRAIRIE SUBDIVISION:

Tom Radtke questioned the proposed date for completion of all of the roads in the subdivision.  There was discussion about the fact that the section of the Town Ordinance that deals with subdivision roads was in the process of being revised. 
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----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to have Atty. Seubert modify the language in the Developers Agreement to say that the “amendment shall be subject to any modifications to the Town Code Chapter 270 and Chapter 275 that are adopted by the Town Board during the term of this Amendment” and to require a certification that the subgrade passes a proof roll test during the calendar year 2009; Benedict, Burghardt, Rengstorf aye, Eagon nay, motion carried----
ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 295-SPEED LIMIT MODIFICATION LANGUAGE:
Atty. Seubert reviewed the State Statutes on speed limits with the Board. The Clerk was asked to get some samples of traffic studies for the Board.

ORDINANCE TO REDUCE SPEED LIMITS ON CERTAIN STREETS-CHAPTER 295:
