BOARD MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 21, 2008 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Thomas Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, Municipal Judge Don Sleik, Atty. Patrick Seubert, Jay Stoflet of Renew E-85, Matt Clementi of Excel Engineering, Tom Radtke of Radtke Contractors Inc. and 15 Town residents.

Clerk Zobel verified agenda notices were posted on August 15, 2008 on the Town website, at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., Butte des Morts Post Office, Wayne’s Piggly Wiggly and YDS Yarn & Fabric and notices were also e-mailed to Atty. Patrick Seubert, The Winneconne News and The Oshkosh Northwestern. The amended agenda was posted on August 20, 2008 at 3:00 p.m. at the same locations and e-mailed to the same entities. 
Chairman Rengstorf announced that item 12 on the agenda would be taken up before item 8 and item 23 on the agenda would be discussed before item 22.
APPROVE MINUTES OF JULY 17, 2008 BOARD MEETING:

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of July 17, 2008; carried on a voice vote---

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Gene Young of 5677 State Rd. 116 asked the Board to reconsider changing his E-911 address to Courtney Plummer Rd. He stated that there were several businesses working out of his office and the change would be very costly and inconvenient. 
CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO CONSTRUCT A RENEWE-85 FUEL STATION:
       Lakewind Corporation     Harbour View Dr.     Tax Parcel No. 030-0349-03

Eagon stated that the Plan Commission had met over the last 2½ months with the Renew E-85 people and recommended that the Conditional Use Permit be approved by the Board.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to approve the Conditional Use Permit to construct a 2 pump Renew E-85 fuel station on Harbour View Dr., Tax Parcel 030-0349-03; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
RIVERMOOR RD. BOAT LAUNCH:

Eagon explained that he had been contacted by Larry Miller, 5098 Rivermoor Rd. about the status of the Rivermoor Rd. termination as a boat launch. 

Resident Larry Miller, 5098 Rivermoor Rd. gave details about the ditch and yard damage that boaters are causing in that area when they launch their boats.
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Dave Lux, owner of property at 5043 Rivermoor Rd. added that people drive on his property, use his dock for accessing their boats and have damaged the culvert also. Lux asked that the Board close the boat landing and just post signs that say “Fire Lane”

Chairman Rengstorf said he was not optimistic that the DNR would allow the landing to be closed to boaters, but the Town would send a letter of request. He added that “No Parking” and “No Turnaround” signs could be installed.

Supervisor Benedict said he was waiting to hear what the DNR said before repairing the ditch.  

STREET ORDINANCE CHAPTER 270-4(C) (2) PLAN COMMISSION RECOMMENDATION:
Chairman Rengstorf said the Plan Commission was asked to review the road construction timetables for new subdivision developments.
Eagon said the matter was discussed and the Plan Commission recommended that the timetable in the Ordinance be left as it is written. 

Burghardt said he was concerned that the Ordinance did not allow any recourse to the developers in light of the current economy and asked that the Plan Commission reconsider the Ordinance language.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to have the Plan Commission reconsider the timetable in Chapter 270-4 (C) (2) of the Town Code; Benedict, Burghardt, Eagon and Snider aye, Rengstorf nay; motion carried----    

STREET CONSTRUCTION IN BALL PRAIRIE SUBDIVISION:

Resident Jim Kubasta of 6533 Rustic Oaks Dr. asked that the binder course be laid on Rustic Oaks Dr. to alleviate the dust problem. 

Developer Tom Radtke agreed to lay the binder course on Rustic Oaks this year and then put down the final coat of asphalt on that road in 2009.
----MOTION by Snider; second by Benedict to have Atty. Seubert change the Developers Agreement to allow for the binder course installation on Rustic Oaks by August 31, 2008 and the final asphalt course in 2009 and to extend the bond for the road construction in the Ball Prairie subdivision to 2009; Benedict, Rengstorf, Snider aye; Burghardt and Eagon nay; motion carried----
ADDRESS CHANGE FOR 5677 STATE RD. 116:   

Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Young Development Company address was changed due to the fact that E-911 addresses are assigned according to driveway placement and the driveway for the businesses on Courtney Plummer Rd.
Gene Young said that the DOT would not allow him to have a driveway on State Road 116 at the time of construction but the Town had allowed him to use 5677 State Road116 as his address.

Andy Beiser, Beiser Realty, said his company shares the address and the change would make the businesses difficult to find since Courtney Plummer is not on some mapping systems. 

Fire Chief Ryan Krings said the Town would be setting a precedent by allowing an exception to the Ordinance and other government entities, such as the City of Oshkosh Ambulance and the County Sheriff’s department, were involved.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to move the agenda; Burghardt, Eagon Snider aye, Benedict, Rengstorf nay; motion carried----

PETITION FOR SNOW REMOVAL BY TOWN IN SUNSHINE HARBOUR:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Town had received a petition by a majority of the property owners in the Sunshine Harbour Condominium Plat asking the Town to plow their roads and bill back the charges on their property tax bills. Rengstorf added that the Town does contract for snow plowing on most of the other private roads within the Town and bills the property owners annually.

Atty. Seubert said the Ordinance was completed and ready to be adopted.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to adopt the Adult Entertainment Ordinance to create Chapter 109 of the Town Code of Ordinances; carried on unanimous roll call vote---- 
RESCIND CHAPTER 182-14 ADULT ENTERTAINMENT ORDINANCE:
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to rescind Chapter 182-14 of the Town Code; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
ORDINANCE TO REDUCE SPEED LIMITS ON CERTAIN STREETS-CHAPTER 295:

Burghardt said he felt the process for setting speed limits should be reviewed again by Atty. Seubert.
