CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Brian Russell, 333 Washington St. Campbellsport, explained to the Board that he was purchasing the lot that was going to be discussed in agenda item 7. He asked the Board to reconsider the recommendation of the Plan Commission to allow the lot division and rezoning with the condition that the driveway for the new lot be accessed on a public road. Mr. Russell referred the Board to the Town Ordinance definition of a private street which allows multiple dwellings.   
Gene Young of 5567 State Hwy. 116 said he had reviewed the Town Code and was in attendance to support Mr. Russell’s request to remove the conditions recommended by the Plan Commission.
CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP AND ZONING CHANGE:

Part of Tax Parcel 030-0102 & 030-0102-01, Zoning Change from A-2 Agric to R-1A Res 

Eagon explained that the Plan Commission had recommended that the Certified Survey Map and the rezoning be approved with the condition that the driveway for the new lot be accessed on a public street.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to approve  zoning change from Agricultural to Residential for Lot 2 on the submitted Certified Survey Map for part of Tax Parcels 030-0102 and 030-0102-01; motion carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
Chairman Rengstorf said the definition for Private Street in the Town Ordinance allows more than 1 driveway on a private road. This part of the Ordinance would negate the condition suggested by the Plan Commission.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to approve the Certified Survey Map for the Peterman Family Trust to create Lot 2 from Tax Parcels 030-0102 & 030-0102-01 without any conditions; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----
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REFUSE & RECYCLE CONTRACT FOR 2009:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that Winnebago County will be implementing single stream recycling in mid 2009 and that change will require an adjustment to the Town’s contract with Veolia Waste.

Dave Tellock from Veolia reviewed the proposal he had provided for the Board. The proposal includes rental of containers for trash and recycle for each residential property in the Town.

Burghardt expressed concern about the monthly rental cost. Mr. Tellock will review the rates and come back for further discussion. No Board action. 
AMBULANCE CONTRACT FOR 2009:
Chairman Rengstorf reviewed the notice from Oshkosh City Ambulance which announced that Aurora Medical Group has agreed to a 5 year subsidy to help defray the costs for providing the ambulance service to the outlying communities. The subsidy will reduce the per capita rate from $2.90 to 87¢ for 2009. Eagon said that the Winneconne Poygan Fire District highly endorses the Oshkosh City Ambulance Service.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to approve the 2009 contract for ambulance service to be provided by the Oshkosh City Ambulance; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----  
ASSESSOR’S CONTRACT FOR 2009:
----MOTION by Snider, second by Benedict to approve the contract for tax assessment services for 2009 by Action Appraisers and Consultants; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----  
RIVERMOOR RD. BOAT LAUNCH:
Eagon said he had submitted a request to the DNR seeking a change of status from ramp to walk-in for the Rivermoor boat landing. The DNR legal department is reviewing the matter. No Board action. 
RESCIND ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 295 – SPEED LIMITS DISCUSSION:
----MOTION by Snider, second by Eagon to rescind the Ordinance to amend Chapter 295 that had been passed in March which set a procedure for changing speed limits; carried on a unanimous roll call vote---

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to approve the reappointment of Chris Murawski to the Plan Commission; carried on a unanimous voice vote----

Anderson added that the mutual aid agreement with the Town of Vinland went into effect on October 14, 2008
