Jim Kubasta of 6535 Rustic Oaks asked the Board to consider speed bump installation on Rustic Oaks to slow down the traffic. He also asked for more traffic control by the Police department. 
Neighbor of Corey Schmidt asked the Board to vote against the variance for Cory Schmidt because he built the deck without regard to the setback law. 

CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO CONSTRUCT A RENEW E-85 FUEL STATION:
       Lakewind Corporation     Harbour View Dr.     Tax Parcel No. 030-0349-03

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to approve the Conditional Use Permit to construct a 2 pump Renew E-85 fuel station on Harbour View Dr., Tax Parcel 030-0349-03, subject to the conditions of the site plan review; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
STREET CONSTRUCTION IN BALL PRAIRIE SUBDIVISION:

Tom Radtke asked the Board for an extension on the August 31, 2008 due date for construction of the roads in the Ball prairie subdivision. He said that since there are only 3 homes in the subdivision it would be practical for the Town to extend the time and protect against heavy construction traffic on any newly paved roads. He provided a letter to the Town addressing the proof roll test for the subdivision roads.
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Resident Jim Kubasta said he would like the first course of asphalt laid on Rustic Oaks to keep down the dust. He added that speed bumps would be helpful in slowing down the traffic on that road.    
There was discussion about the requirements of the Town’s road Ordinance. The Ordinance will have to be changed before an extension can be granted to Mr. Radtke.

Resident Bob Haak, 6807 Olen Tr. suggested that the Ordinance be amended.

The Ordinance modification was held for discussion at the August Board meeting. No Board action.

COUNTY ZONING VARIANCE: COREY SCHMIDT 6884 WENTZEL SHORE RD:

1. Not consistent with the setback averaging rule.


2. Not consistent with the Town’s Ordinance.


3. Granting the variance would set a precedent because it would violate the setback averaging rule.
