CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Thomas Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Ryan Krings, Deputy Carrie Koepp of the Winnebago County Sheriff‘s Department, Jeff Schultz of Martenson & Eisele and 2 Town residents.

APPROVE MINUTES OF APRIL 17, 2008 BOARD MEETING:

· Notice from DNR that the Town will receive a Recycling Efficiency Incentive Grant in the amount of $1,477.28 on June 1, 2008.
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Sheriff’s Deputy Carrie Koepp introduced herself. She explained that the County is divided into 5 police areas and deputies from the Sheriff’s Dept. were on a 3 month assignment per area. The goal is to become aware of any concerns in the Town and to make the Board and other residents aware of any local police problems.
MAIN STREET DOCK AND BOAT LANDING AREA REPAIR:
Burghardt and Benedict checked out the dock and boat landing area. Burghardt said there is much work that should be done at some time. The asphalt from the dock to the landing is washing away and landscaping is needed to minimize the erosion problem.  He added that the boards on the first 4 sections of the big dock and 1 board on the small dock should be replaced at this time. Benedict added that he is going to have 2 half dead trees taken down by the County.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to have the top boards on the first 4 sections of the big dock and 1 board on the small dock at the Main Street boat landing replaced by the Town’s maintenance man; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
STREET CONSTRUCTION SPECIFICATIONS-CHAPTER 270 STREETS & SIDEWALKS:
The Board reviewed the draft modifications to the street construction ordinance provided by Martenson & Eisele. A few modifications were requested and Jeff Schultz will make the changes and send a new draft for review. The payment for the work will be held until the Board approves the Ordinance. 
AESTHETICS AT 7143 CLARK POINT RD:

Snider provided pictures of the blighted property.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to have Attorney Seubert send a letter to the property owner in regard to the aesthetic condition of the property at 7143 Clark Point Rd. carried on unanimous roll call vote----
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to have Attorney Seubert send a letter to the property owner at 6843 Oak Hill Rd. in regard to the aesthetic condition of the property carried on unanimous roll call vote----
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FIRE & EMS AGREEMENT-AUTOMATIC ASSISTANCE & MOU WITH NEARBY TOWNS:

Attorney Seubert said he thought the Town should check to see if there would be an insurance liability issue with a mutual aid agreement. Since the Fire District is a separate entity and has there own insurance policy, Chief Krings said he would talk to the District’s insurance company.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to approve the Agreement for Automatic Assistance with the Vinland Fire Department and the Winneconne Fire District contingent upon written documentation that the Fire District insurance company approves the plan; carried on unanimous roll call vote---- 
FIRE DISTRICT REPORT AND ACTIVITIES: 

Eagon stated that the Fire District Annual Meeting was held on May 12, 2008. The firefighters had a medium duty truck on display during the meeting. If the cost of the new truck is $250,000, the Town of Winneconne portion would be approximately $118,000. Eagon added that the calls for the year 2008 through the month of April are up by 4 over the same time last year.  
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT AND ACTIVITIES: 
The Board reviewed Chief Hanson’s written report. Chief Hanson added that there is a sewer pipe without a cap in the road right-of-way at the end of Sunset Trail. The Clerk will notify the Sanitary District.
