COUNTY RADON TESTING PROGRAM—COUNTY WELL WATER TESTING PROGRAM:

Jeff Phillips from the Winnebago County Health Department addressed the Board regarding the possibility that homes within the County may have a greater potential for elevated radon levels. Phillips offered to work with the Town in an outreach program to provide residents with educational information on the subject and test kits at a low cost. 
Supervisor Burghardt suggested that since radon testing is recommended during the heating season, the November presidential election would be a good time to offer the kits to our residents.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to authorize Clerk Zobel to work with the County Heath Department to set up an information outreach program and offer radon test kits for purchase at the Town Hall in conjunction with the November 3, 2008 presidential election; carried on unanimous roll call vote--     
Phillips also talked to the Board about well water testing for Town residents. Since many wells within Winnebago County have high levels of arsenic, Phillips suggested that the County could coordinate a testing program with the Town and a local laboratory to offer residents well water testing for selected items at a negotiated price.  The Town Hall would be the pick-up and drop-off point for the water test kits.
It was suggested that this type of testing might be better suited to the summer time.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to authorize Clerk Zobel to work with the County Health Department to set up a program to offer residents well water testing kits around the time of the June 3, 2008 election; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

Supervisor Burghardt said the Plan Commission recommended that the Certified Survey Map be approved since it complies with the Town’s Ordinance.

ZONING CHANGE FROM A-2 TO R-1A-1: DAVID LEICHTNAM

    LOT 2 OF CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP -TAX PARCELS: 030-1446 & 030-1448

Burghardt said the Plan Commission recommended that the zoning change be approved since it complies with the Town’s Ordinance.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to approve the zoning change from A-2 to R-1A-1 on Lot 2 of the Certified Survey Map for David Leichtnam, Tax Parcels 030-1446 and 030-1448; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

Supervisor Eagon said that he would like to have the Plan Commission look at the Town subdivision ordinance and to set some guidelines for shape restrictions on lots and to perhaps limit the number of changes permitted on a Certified Survey map.

CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: 
    JOHN R. WOODS & WM. OOSTRA TAX PARCELS: 030-0050-03 & 030-0050-07
Mr. Woods explained that the map was needed to correct a deed recording error that was made several years ago when he built his home.
