CHUCK FARREY-RESOLUTION FOR ENFORCEMENT OF THE COUNTY PLAN MOU: 

Chuck Farrey asked the Board to pass a resolution in support of enforcing the Winnebago County Memorandum of Understanding for the Winnebago County Comprehensive Plan. He further encouraged that the Town seek assistance from the Wisconsin Towns Association through the Winnebago County Unit. Farrey also mentioned that because of redistricting in April, he will no longer represent part of the Town on the County Board. He thanked the constituents of District 30 for their support in the past.

Eagon said he would like the 4th “WHEREAS” deleted from the proposed resolution. 

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to pass Resolution 3-20-08, as amended, to endorse enforcement of the Winnebago County Memorandum of Understanding for the Winnebago County Comprehensive Plan; Benedict and Burghardt nay, Eagon, Rengstorf and Snider aye; motion carried----
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MARTENSON & EISELE PROPOSAL FOR STREET CONST ENGINEERING SERVICE:
Jeffrey Schultz discussed some of the concerns from last month regarding the proposal for street construction engineering services by Martenson & Eisele. The Board and Atty. Seubert compared different levels of service. Mr. Schultz answered questions about quality control procedures used by the Company.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to develop a relationship, to be reviewed annually, with Martenson & Eisele, Inc. as Town engineers in regard to street development and repair; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

FIRE & EMS AGREEMENT-AUTOMATIC ASSISTANCE & MOU WITH NEARBY TOWNS:
Fire Chief Ryan Krings asked that the issue be held for action until next month. Atty. Seubert said he also wanted to look over the agreement.
MAIN STREET DOCK AND BOAT LANDING AREA REPAIR:
Chairman Rengstorf said he had checked out the area and the dock does need some work. Burghardt said the DNR would have to approve dredging work at the landing. The shoreline area was also discussed.

Burghardt and Benedict agreed to check out the needs of the area and report back to the Board next month.

SPEED LIMIT REGULATION GUIDELINE REVIEW:
The Board reviewed the proposed modifications to Chapter 295-2 of the Town Ordinance. Three changes were made to the wording.

AUTHORIZATION FOR THE ATTORNEY TO PREPARE AN ADULT ENTERTAINMENT 

ORDINANCE FOR PLAN COMMISSION CONSIDERATION:
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to authorize Atty. Seubert to prepare an Adult Entertainment Ordinance for Plan Commission consideration; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
ELECTRONIC RECYCLING AND STATE SENATE BILL 397:

Snider explained that the legislation being considered would set up a plan that would require any manufacturer of electronic devices to be regulated and obtain a license. Manufacturers would also have to set up a plan for recycling of used electronic equipment. The Senate passed the bill but the Assembly did not take action. He will follow the legislative activity on this issue.    

INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT FOR RECYCLING EFFICIENCY GRANT:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that this is annual agreement for eligibility for the Recycling Efficiency Grant from the DNR.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to sign the Intergovernmental Agreement for Educational Efforts About Recycling; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
POLICE DEPARTMENT REPORT AND ACTIVITIES: 
Officer Adam Vander Hyden presented the monthly report of department activities.
FIRE DISTRICT REPORT AND ACTIVITIES: 

Chief Ryan Krings talked about grants he is working on. He also presented a proposal from the firefighters asking the Fire District to cover the cost of annual insurance and maintenance on a new mini –pumper truck. The vehicle itself would be purchased by the firefighters using money that they have acquired through fund raisers and donations. The mini-pumper will be listed for discussion at the April Town Board meeting. Krings reminded the Board about the Fire District Annual Meeting on May 12, 2008.
