MARTENSON & EISELE PROPOSAL FOR STREET CONST ENGINEERING SERVICE:
Jeffrey Schultz gave an over-view of the proposal for street construction engineering services by Martenson & Eisele. The Board and Atty. Seubert discussed several aspects of the proposal and Mr. Schultz answered questions about quality control procedures used by the Company. The item was held for further discussion at the March meeting.

FIRE & EMS AGREEMENT-AUTOMATIC ASSISTANCE & MOU WITH NEARBY TOWNS:
Chairman Rengstorf mentioned that this proposed agreement did not include the Village of Winneconne.

Assistant Fire Chief Al Anderson said he agreed the Village should be included and added that the Fire District had not completed their review of the proposed agreement. He asked that the item be held for discussion at the March meeting.
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MAIN STREET DOCK AND BOAT LANDING AREA REPAIR:
Resident Trav Hardy provided a proposal for repairs and renovations at the Main St. boat landing. He stated that the proposal was prepared as a starting point for the Board. Supervisor Burghardt said he had envisioned only minor repairs, nothing as extensive as was being proposed. Supervisor Benedict said the Board should have more time to look over the proposal. Chairman Rengstorf said he would contact the DNR to see if the Town would be allowed to remove silt from the boat landing area and to also ask about the availability of grants for projects like this. No Board action. 
SPEED LIMIT REGULATION GUIDELINE REVIEW: Held for the March meeting.

Atty. Seubert said the Town could not zone out the condominium classification from the zoning code. He recommended that the current code be reviewed and updated.
