BOARD MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 20, 2007 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

PUBLIC COMMENT: 

Harvey Rengstorf announced that he is running un-opposed for the County Board District 35 Supervisory seat. He explained that County District 35 is comprised of all of the Town of Winneconne and all of the Village of Winneconne.

Resident Gary Petrik asked what levy limits had been set by the State. Chairman Rengstorf responded that for the year 2007 the Town was limited by the State to a 3.86% increase over the levy set in 2006.

REPRESENTATIVE ROGER ROTH WITH A REPORT FROM MADISON:

Representative Roth was not able to attend the meeting tonight. 

CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: RONALD BECKER - 957 E MAIN ST- TAX PARCEL O3O-0306:

Rengstorf mentioned that the corrections to the map had been made on the copy the Board was considering. 

----MOTION by Snider, second by Burghardt to approve the Certified Survey Map for Ronald Becker, 957 E. Main St., Tax Parcel 030-0306, since it is consistent with all Town Ordinances; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

DETERMINE COLOR, STYLE AND POSITIONING OF E-911 SIGNS & POSTS:

----MOTION by Snider, second by Burghardt to purchase flag style E-911 signs from Lang Enterprises that have white characters on a green background, with the house number and Town name imprinted on a 18 inch by 6 inch plate that will be installed by Lang Enterprises on green powder-coated posts; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

The determination was made that the Highway Superintendent, the Fire Chief and the installation people from Lang Enterprises will decide the positioning of the signs in the road right-of-way at each parcel.
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AESTHETICS ORDINANCE REVIEW & DISCUSSION:

Resident Bob Haack provided copies of ordinance text on the topic of aesthetics. He suggested the Board consider an Aesthetics Committee comprised of Board members and a Town residents.

Tom Snider explained that the Winnebago County Aesthetics Ordinance bas been repealed because of enforcement issues. Snider added that the Town looks for health or safety conditions to encourage clean up or changes to the property.

Jim Eagon asked Atty. Seubert if he had an opinion on the subject of aesthetics affecting property values. Atty. Seubert said that any ordinance has to be developed to stand-up in court to measurable standards and health and safety are measurable. No Board action.

SPEED LIMIT REGULATION GUIDELINE REVIEW:

Dale Burghardt explained that he would prefer to increase enforcement of current speed limits rather than just arbitrarily lowering speed limits. He read from Federal studies and the State Statutes and offered to draft some guidelines for setting speed limits within the Town for the Board to consider at the January meeting.

REFINEMENT OF THE R-4 ZONING CLASSIFICATION:

Rengstorf said the Plan Commission had asked the Board to authorize Atty. Seubert to review the Town’s R-4 zoning classification to see if the condominium zoning should be refined to preserve the cluster development concept.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to have Atty. Seubert review the R-4 zoning classification; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

2007 BUDGET RESOLUTION:

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to approve Budget Resolution 005-2007 to transfer $1750 from the Contingency Fund to the Building Inspection Account; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to apply for the 2008 per capita funds available from the Winnebago County Industrial Development Board to be used by the Town to promote local community businesses and expand the Town tax base; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
