APPROVE MINUTES OF OCTOBER 18, 2007 BOARD MEETING:

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of October 18, 2007; carried on a voice vote---

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Judy Wright of 6490 Breeze St. asked the Board to consider putting centerline stripes on Ball Prairie Rd. through the curve on Lasley Point Rd. to help make conditions safer for residents in the area. She added that the golf course activities increase the traffic on the road.
Bob Haak of 6807 Olen Tr. said he had spoken to Kathy Larsen at Winnebago County about aesthetic conditions and she said the County would like the Town to enforce aesthetics. Haak asked the Board to discuss the issue. Chairman Rengstorf scheduled the matter for the December meeting.
WINNEBAGO COUNTY VARIANCE REQUEST FOR JOSEPH & CHERYL PALMER:


6594 LAKESHORE RD.-TAX PARCEL 030-0227-04

Eagon expressed concern about the number of buildings on the property and noted that the proposed water setback was less than the current setback. Burghardt remarked that setback averaging would probably be used.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to recommend that the County approve the Variance to the setbacks ordinance to allow Joseph & Cheryl Palmer to replace a mobile home and add a detached garage  with substandard street and shore yard setbacks; Benedict, Burghardt and Rengstorf aye, Eagon and Snider nay, motion carried----
STRIPING OF TOWN ROADS / CORNER OF LASLEY POINT RD. & BREEZE ST:

Rengstorf explained that the estimated $300 cost for the work had been an issue in the past. Snider said he felt that the increased traffic in the area and activities at the golf course made the situation a safety issue at this time. 
Resident Donna Schafer of 6434 Breeze St. added that the younger drivers sometimes use the road as a raceway.

There was further discussion about other road curves within the Town that should be striped.  

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to approve centerline striping at curves of up to 5 miles of Town roads in the spring of 2008; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

AESTHETICS LAKEWIND DR:

Snider said a visit had been made to the property and the owner agreed to remove the items from the driveway area. A letter has been sent to the owner to confirm the discussion. Eagon added that there were no health or safety issues observed on the property.  
REVIEW BURNING ORDINANCE:

Resident John Rath of 6852 Sunset Tr. presented information from the State website and the DNR website to the Board about the health hazards of burning leaves and tree products. He asked the Board to ban leave burning within the Town.

Eagon responded that the many other items cause similar or worse health hazards and the Town ordinance provides for allowance to burn in a safe matter.

Rath said his neighbors have been burning leaves that are not within the rules. 
No Board action. 
ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 295-SPEED LIMIT TO 45 MPH ON SPIEGELBERG RD:

Burghardt said he concerns that the Town was setting a precedent in just arbitrarily lowering speed limits.

He suggested that the Board draw up some guidelines to use when considering adjustments to speed limits and offered to give the Board some suggestions for criteria at next months meeting.
----motion by Burghardt, second by Eagon to table the discussion until criteria were set; carried on unanimous voice vote---- 
HIRING GEO-TECH ENGINEER FOR OLEN TRAIL AREA:

Rengstorf said the Developers Agreement for the Olen Shore Estates subdivision states that the developer will pay for the Town’s geo-tech engineer to oversee the construction of the roads and therefore the Town needs to determine what company we will use.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to have the Chairman hire an engineering firm to represent the Town; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

2ND AMENDMENT TO THE WHITE SUB-DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT:
Atty. Seubert explained that Mr. White had requested an extension on the deadline for road construction. Atty. Seubert had drafted the second amendment and Mr. White is balking at some of the provisions. The Board reviewed Mr. White’s comments. 
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to approve the second amendment as offered to the developer; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

ASSESSORS CONTRACT:

----MOTION by Snider, second by Benedict to approve the contract proposal from Action Appraisers & Consultants for the year 2008 at the cost of $12,500; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
ADULT ENTERTAINMENT ORDINANCE & CHAPTER 182-14 MODIFICATIONS:
Atty. Seubert explained that Winnebago County amended their ordinance as an overlay to their commercial zoning classification. Seubert added that the adoption of this type of an ordinance not only requires research and discussion but also a public hearing before adoption by the Board. He said the process needs to start with the Plan Commission. A research document will be given to the Plan Commission.  
POLICE CHIEF’S WRITTEN REPORT AND ACTIVITIES:
The submitted report from Chief Hanson was accepted as submitted.

FIRE DISTRICT REPORT AND ACTIVITIES:

Fire Chief Ryan Krings said the Fire District would like to replace their van with a new full-equipped medium duty rescue vehicle by the end of 2009. The estimated cost is between $200,000 and $250,000. The Chief will have a presentation on the vehicle at the Annual Fire District Meeting next year.
