PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Bill Wright of 6490 Breeze St. asked the Board to consider putting centerline stripes on Ball Prairie Rd. to help make conditions safer for residents in the area.
Bob Haak of 6807 Olen Tr. asked if the Board could do anything about the response from the DNR about the tree down in the water at 6827-6831 Olen Tr. Chairman Rengstorf answered that the town had no authority to do anything else.
Assistant Fire Chief Al Anderson reported that the Fire District had received a 50-50 grant worth $5000 to the District for fire suppression equipment. Anderson added that the District had budgeted for their portion of the expense.

Chairman Rengstorf announced that the request had been withdrawn by the property owner.
SINGLE STREAM RECYCLING:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Solid Waste Board wants to discontinue the use of blue bags for commingled recyclables in 2009. The Board wants to change to single-stream recycling and the use of large containers that can eventually be automatically emptied by an arm off of a truck.

Dave Tellock explained that his company does do single-stream pick-up but it is not in effect at this time at the Omro facility. 

More information will be coming from the County next year.

AESTHETICS LAKEWIND DR:
Burghardt explained he had received a complaint about a dumpster in the yard, garbage cans left out and tree stumps in the driveway at a Lakewind Dr. property. The matter was referred to the Aesthetics Review Committee.

E-911 JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT   

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to approve and sign the E-911 Joint Powers Agreement with Winnebago County; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
WISCONSIN TOWNS ASSOCIATION HEALTH INSURANCE SURVEY

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to have the Clerk complete the health insurance survey for the Wisconsin Towns Association; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

ADULT ENTERTAINMENT ORDINANCE & CHAPTER 182-14 MODIFICATIONS:
Atty. Seubert explained that this type of ordinance is a highly litigated area of the law. Winnebago County amended their ordinance last month as an overlay to their commercial zoning classification. Seubert added that the adoption of this type of an ordinance not only requires research and discussion but also a public hearing before adoption by the Board. He distributed information for the Board to review. Held for the November meeting.
ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 295 - SPEED LIMIT TO 45 MPH ON CROSS RD:

Burghardt said he concerns that the Town was setting a precedent in just arbitrarily lowering speed limits.
----motion by Eagon, second by Benedict to lower the speed limit on Cross rd. to 45 mph; Benedict, Eagon, Snider Rengstorf aye, Burghardt nay; motion carried----
POLICE CHIEF’S WRITTEN REPORT AND ACTIVITIES:
The submitted report from Chief Hanson was accepted as submitted.

APPOINTMENT OF OFFICER TO ASSIST POLICE CHIEF:

Chief Hanson introduced Adam Vander Hyden to the Board. Hanson explained that he would like to add Vander Hyden to the force to help increase coverage throughout the Town.
Eagon asked if a background check had been completed and if a psychological profile was done. Hanson said a background check was performed when Vander Hyden was hired at the University, but no profile baseline was done.
