PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Gay Anderson of 5410 County Rd. G asked the Board to consider more regulations on moving large objects on Town roads. He suggested that the Town consider 24 foot width limitations on County roads and 22 foot width limitations on Town roads. Mr. Anderson stated that a recent move of a house passed his residence caused quite a commotion in the middle of the night. Chairman Rengstorf said the Board would take Mr. Anderson’s comments under consideration.  
Bob Haak of 6807 Olen Tr. asked if the Board had any information from the DNR about the tree down in the water at 6827-6831 Olen Tr. Chairman Rengstorf answered that the town had sent a letter to the DNR regarding the issue but had not received a response from the DNR.

CONTRACT FOR SNOWPLOWING   

Chairman Rengstorf mentioned that the Town had put a notice in the paper with an October 6, 2007 deadline asking for bids on snow plowing. Burghardt said he was not comfortable with the statement on page 2 of the proposed agreement from Radtke Contractors which allows for the addition of surcharges if fuel, oil, lubricant or materials increase in price after the contract is signed. Burghardt added that he would like to compare the current rates the Town is being charged to those proposed in the new contract. The matter was held for next month. No Board action.
AMENDED FIRE DISTRICT AGREEMENT:
Chairman Rengstorf said the maps showing the area covered by the agreement have been received and the agreement will be signed.
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REPORT ON THE WINN POYGAN FIRE DIST MEETING AND ACTIVITIES:
Eagon mentioned that the Fire District held its Annual Meeting on September 10, 2007. Repairs are being handled for Pumper 28 and grants have been completed for new turnout gear.
FIRE DISTRICT 2008 BUDGET:
The proposed 2008 budget for the Fire District includes a minor increase of 1.596% overall. 

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to approve the 2008 Fire District budget as presented; carried on unanimous roll call vote----   
ADULT ENTERTAINMENT ORDINANCE & CHAPTER 182-14 MODIFICATIONS:
Atty. Seubert explained that this type of ordinance is a highly litigated area of the law. Winnebago County amended their ordinance last month as an overlay to their commercial zoning classification. Seubert added that the adoption of this type of an ordinance not only requires research and discussion but also a public hearing before adoption by the Board. He went on to say that he had contacted the Town’s insurance company and their legal department would review any proposed ordinance for the Town.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to have Atty. Seubert work with Winnebago County to check their resources and work with the Town’s insurance company to draft a proposed Adult Entertainment Ordinance; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
