CorrespondencE:
Clerk Zobel reported that Lorie from Holiday Florist called and said after reading that the Town was considering E-911 address signs she wanted the Board members to know that the signs used in other surrounding Towns were very helpful in finding locations and that the blue and green signs were more visible than the brown signs.

A memorandum from the Winnebago County Solid Waste Management Board encouraged the Town   
Board to contact local legislators and speak in opposition to a proposed increase in solid waste disposal fees and environmental repair fee surcharges.
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Bob Haak of 6807 Olen Tr. asked the Board to have the aesthetics committee look into the blighted conditions, the unregistered boat and the tree in the water at 6827-6831 Olen Tr. and have the subject listed on next months agenda. Supervisor Eagon suggested some issues mentioned were under the jurisdiction of the DNR.
Leon Kellogg of 6487 Paulson Rd. spoke against closing the end of Lasley Point Rd. because he feels it is a place for people to get to the lake.

Mike Will of 6109 Lasley Point Rd. said the area had been blocked with trees and now that it is open 
it should stay open.
Edward Jacobs of 6499 Lasley Shore Dr. said he would like to see the area blocked off but would like to be able to have his family park on the side of the road.

access to the lake on lasley point rd at lasley shore rd:
Chairman Rengstorf said he thought a barricade at the end of the road might prevent more accidents. 

Benedict mentioned that having a barricade would keep folks from driving into the water. He added that the area is not a boat launch but does allow access to the water. He suggested putting up a sign about 3ft. by 5ft. with arrows to show people that they should turn left or right. 
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Bob Haak of 6807 Olen Tr. said he felt that access to the water on Indian Shore Rd should be sufficient and he saw no reason for another access point so close by.

Supervisor Burghardt asked if a locked gate could be installed to keep people from dumping trash in the summer.

extension of 25 mph speed limit ¼ mi on lasley point rd to wolf run:
Burghardt said he measured and found the distance to be 6 tenths of a mile with only 11 driveways accessing the road.
Mike Will of 6109 Lasley Point Rd. said there were many children on bicycles, walking pedestrians and a lot of action with school traffic in that area.
Burghardt said he understood that a traffic study would be required before any reduction could be made to the speed limit. 

Eagon said he thought the area was worthwhile of a traffic study.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to pursue extension of the 25 mph speed limit on Lasley Point Rd. by request to the DOT and a traffic study; Benedict, Eagon, Rengstorf aye, Burghardt nay; motion carried

Rengstorf said Peter White called to say he would have the first coat of blacktop down on Windmill Dr.  by August 31. Mr. White also said he wanted an extension to August 31, 2008 for completion of the finish coat of blacktop on Windmill Dr.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to amend the Developers Agreement with Peter White to allow extension of time to August 31, 2008 for the completion of the finish coat of blacktop on Windmill Dr. with the requirement that the Town receive a Letter of Credit for the road costs and that the wording about the road in the Amendment be the same as it is in the Ball Prairie Developers Agreement; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
CHANGE PORTION OF EAST BOUNDARY LINE FOR SANITARY DISTRICT 3:
The Sanitary District asked that the item be held for a future meeting.

cost estimate for geo-tech services on road repairs on high pointE dr, southwind DR and harbour VIEW Dr:
Eagon questioned if any other bids were solicited. Rengstorf said there was no requirement to solicit on this type of work. Burghardt asked if there was enough money left in the highway budget and Benedict answered in the affirmative. Eagon suggested asking Omni for a bid to be received by the next meeting. Benedict said the repairs had to be done as soon as possible since the roads were getting worse and more potholes were becoming evident.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to move ahead with the geo-technical work on these roads by asking for a bid from Omni using the same specifications as presented by STS; Burghardt, Eagon aye, Benedict, Rengstorf nay; motion failed.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to accept the proposal from STS Consultants to complete a geo-technical study on High Pointe Dr, Southwind Dr. and Harbour View Dr. to determine the reason for the erosion at these locations; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

The reason for considering the change is that it would help mobilize the rapid intervention team and improve the ISO rating which could in turn lower insurance rates for residents served by the Fire District.
