S in order to dredge the channel and the associated sediment trap next to County Rd. S.

Edward Jacobs of 6499 Lasley Shore Dr. asked the Board to discuss access to the water at the end of Lasley Point Rd. at the July meeting. 
ZONING CHANGE & CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: CLIFFORD HERZOG  



WINDMILL DR. - TAX PARCEL 030-0027
The Plan Commission did not act on the Certified Survey Map. Eagon expressed concern that the road has not been completed to Town specifications. Atty. Seubert explained that the property can be divided, however Chapter 270-4 (I) of the Town Code stipulated that no building permits will be issued until the road passes a proof roll test and a bond is posted to cover the cost for the  completion of the road to Town specifications.  
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to approve the Certified Survey Map for Clifford Herzog, Windmill Dr., Tax Parcel 030-0027; carried on unanimous voice vote----

FINAL PLAT OF OLEN SHORES ESTATES-PREVIOUSLY KNOWN AS CONSERVANCY  

      ESTATES- OWNER: GARROW PROPERTIES LLC-TAX PARCEL 030-0086

Chairman Rengstorf explained that the County has this area zoned as R2 and that the Town zoning classification R-1A-1 is the closest to that County classification. He added that the developer used the requirements in R-1A-1 in setting up the subdivision. 

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to approve the final plat of the Olen Shores Estates Subdivision, Tax Parcel 030-0086, with the following conditions:
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1. A Developers Agreement is signed.


2. Cost estimate for the completion of the roads is received by the Town.

3. A Letter of Credit or Cash Bond in an amount equal to the cost of the road is received by the 

                Town.


4. A copy of the Engineering Specifications is received. 


5. Notation will be made on the Final Plat that the “road will be accepted by the Town after it is

BALL PRAIRIE SUBDIVISION AND DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT:
Atty. Seubert explained that Tom Radtke had requested that the Developers Agreement be amended   

to extend the time for completion of the roads until 8-31-2008. No homes have been built in the Subdivision at this point and construction trucks could damage any new blacktop.

----MOTION by Snider, second by Benedict to amend the Developers Agreement for the Ball Prairie Subdivision to change the required date for the completion of the roads to August 31, 2008; carried on unanimous roll call vote---- 
HOUSE NUMBERS:

The Board discussed the request from the Winneconne Poygan Fire District to place address numbering signs at the main roadways for all structures. Burghardt said the signs in the Town of Vinland seem nice but he had concerns about placing that type of sign in our subdivision areas. Fire Chief Ryan Krings said the important issue was that all signs are at the road and all be the same color and design.    
----MOTION by Snider, second by Burghardt to solicit bids for the  purchase and installation of 2-sided address number signs with the poles and to discuss the matter at the 2008 Budget meeting; carried on unanimous roll call vote----  

COUNTY ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT ADULT ENTERTAINMENT OVERLAY DISTRICT

             EFFECT ON OR NEED FOR REVISION TO TOWN ORDINANCE

Chairman Rengstorf explained that Winnebago County has asked the Town to reconsider the zoning text amendment for the Adult Entertainment Overlay District.

ENGINEERING & TRAFFIC STUDY PROPOSAL - speed limits in subdivisions 
The Engineering and Traffic Study completed by Martenson & Eisele was reviewed.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to lower the speed limit as recommended in the study as follows: Harbour South from State Rd. 116 E to the south end reduced to 25 miles per hour, High Pointe Dr. from Harbour South to Southwind reduced to 25 miles per hour, Southwind Dr. from Harbour South to County Rd. S reduced to 25 miles per hour, Pointe West entire length reduced to 25 miles per hour; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
RESOLUTION 001-2007 TO DESIGNATE THE LOCAL GOVERNMENT PROPERTY INS 

      FUND AS THE INSURANCE COMPANY FOR TOWN BUILDINGS AND PROPERTY
