FRONTIER RD: No residents of Frontier Rd. were in attendance. No Board action.
BELL CEMETERY REQUEST FOR ADDITIONAL FUNDING:

Chairman Rengstorf mentioned that the Cemetery Association handles the maintenance of the cemetery and therefore the Town is relieved of the responsibility. The last increase in the Town’s funding dollars to the Association was in 1993. 

----MOTION by Benedict, second by Burghardt to approve an increase to $900 to be paid to the Bell Cemetery Association for grounds care at the Bell Cemetery; carried on unanimous roll call vote----        

IDB GRANT MONEY EXPENDITURES:
Eagon explained that the Town had applied for and received a grant from the Winnebago County Industrial Development Board in the amount of $987.95. The money is to be used for a feasibility study to identify the requirements and process for better utilization of the property at the intersection of Highway 45 and Highway 116 E for commercial purposes. The anticipated result is to identify legal and code requirements, for example, specific DNR and County rules, and to provide advice regarding the scope of a future engineering study and other capacity expansion issues.

Eagon asked for Board authorization of expenditures to pay for consultation with Atty. Seubert on the proposed study.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to approve usage of a portion of the IDB grant money to pay legal fees in correlation with a feasibility study; carried on unanimous roll call vote----       
Supervisor Snider present at 7:50 p.m.

COUNTY ZONING ORDINANCE TEXT AMENDMENT FOR AGRICULTURAL OVERLAY


EFFECT ON OR NEED FOR REVISION TO TOWN ORDINANCE

The Plan Commission recommended that no change be made to the Town’s Ordinance in connection with this County change since the Town’s Ordinance is more restrictive.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to disapprove the proposed text amendment to create an Agricultural Development Overlay District in the County Zoning Ordinance; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
COUNTY ZONING TEXT AMENDMENT ADULT ENTERTAINMENT OVERLAY DISTRICT

             EFFECT ON OR NEED FOR REVISION TO TOWN ORDINANCE

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to approve the County Zoning text amendment for the Adult Entertainment Overlay District, with the provision that the County define the word “obscene” as used in the proposed text and increase the setback distance to 1000 feet; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

Burghardt suggested that the Town Plan Commission review the Town’s Code, Section 182-5, (300ft as compared to the County’s 600 ft rule) and also look at the fact that the County does not allow alcohol sales on the same premises that provide adult-oriented activities.
REMEDY WATER PROBLEM / EFFECT ON ROADS HIGH POINTE /SOUTHWIND AREA

Rengstorf explained that High Point Dr. and Southwind Dr. are settling in many different areas. The problem is believed to be caused by underground water. The Plan Commission has suggested that the Town hire a professional engineer to perform subsurface explorations to define the problem and suggest a remedy to the Town.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to request bids for a professional engineer to perform subsurface explorations on High Pointe Dr. and on Southwind Dr. to define the sinking problem and suggest a remedy to the Town; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
ENGINEERING & TRAFFIC STUDY PROPOSAL - speed limits in subdivisions 
Rengstorf said he had received a quote from Martenson & Eisele for $500 to do engineering services on the traffic study for Harbour South, High Pointe Dr., Southwind and Pointe West.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to contract with Martenson & Eisele for $500 to do engineering services on the traffic study for Harbour South, High Pointe Dr., Southwind and Pointe West; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

Burghardt suggested that the Plan Commission talk about including the cost of future Traffic Engineering Studies in the Developers Agreement.
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DRIVEWAYS ON PROPOSED PUBLIC ROADS: 

Rengstorf explained that there are 2 lots being sold outside of the White Subdivision area on what is platted to be Windmill Dr. The Town has not accepted the Windmill Dr. since the paving has not been completed so it still is a private road. The buyers of the 2 new lots will be essentially landlocked since the Town Ordinance does not allow for more than 1 home on a private road. Rengstorf asked for suggestions from the Board to resolve the issue.

Eagon suggested the buyers apply for a variance to the Town Code and go before the Board of Appeals.
