REPRESENTATIVE ROGER ROTH:

Mr. Roth said he has settled in his Madison office and the State Budget is his priority. He added that he has introduced his first bill and has focused on unfunded mandates from the State that create negative fiscal impacts on towns, cities and villages. His bill also creates a committee to review existing laws that have created unfunded mandates. When questioned about his stance on TABOR or TABOR-like bills, Representative Roth said he did not anticipate any such laws being introduced in the near future and he would withhold an opinion until he had reviewed any such law.

Mr. Todd-Barth said his request for a lower assessment had not changed. Chairman Rengstorf asked if Mr. Todd-Barth had any documentation showing that the property was not buildable. OPINION TO COUNTY ON CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT FOR A POND


TERRY KORUS - 5154 NORTH HARBOUR DR. – TAX PARCEL 030-3141:      

There was discussion with the homeowner about fencing, maintenance and proper slope for drainage away from the home.
Eagon said the Plan Commission recommended approval.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to tell the County that the Town recommended approval of the Conditional Use Permit; carried on unanimous roll call vote---- 
POSSIBLE PURCHASE OF FRONTIER RD. FROM WINNEBAGO COUNTY:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the County has acquired the property know as Frontier Rd. due to unpaid taxes. At this time the County has the property for sale. There was discussion with property owners present who own land adjacent to the road. Since the road is considered a private driveway and not built to actual Town road standards, there is nothing the Town can do to help the property owners. The suggestion was made for them to purchase the land from the County and to form an association.

No Board action.

LETTER TO COUNTY CORRECT ZONING-JOHN WOODS - TAX PARCEL 030-0050-07:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that there was an error in the survey map at the time this land was purchased and 50 feet was left off of the legal description. The property owner needs the Town to send a letter to the County to correct the records and show the land as 1 parcel, zoned residential.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to send the letter to the County to help the homeowner correct the problem; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

WINNEBAGO COUNTY ZONING ORDINANCE TEXT AMENDMENT:
Eagon said the Plan Commission recommended that the Town approve the text amendment.

Rengstorf said he had concerns, since the proposed changes introduced several zoning district overlays that did not match the Town’s zoning code.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to approve the proposed amendments to the County Zoning Ordinance except for the following sections: page 5, No.6 because it does not conform to the Town’s ordinance and page 7, No. 7c (1) because the Town wants to be notified; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

ENGINEERING & TRAFFIC INVEST TO CONTROL speed limits in subdivisions: 
Chairman Rengstorf explained that he had spoken to John Haese at the County Highway Department and Mr. Haese said the County does not do official traffic engineering studies. Mr. Haese did a field review for the Town’s request to the State DOT and said he agreed with the State that the speed limit should be 35 mph. 

Burghardt said he would still like the Board to know an approximate cost for an Engineering & Traffic Study done by professionals.
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----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to pass an Ordinance to lower the speed on High Pointe Dr., Southwind Dr. and Pointe West to 35 mph; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

Chairman Rengstorf said he would try to get a cost estimate for an Engineering & Traffic Study done by professionals.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY DRIVEWAY PLACEMENT PROCEDURES: 

Chairman Rengstorf said the County has no set policy on driveway placement; the decision is up to the property owner. Rengstorf added that the Town may control driveway placement by means of an ordinance. No Board action.
