BOARD MEETING MINUTES

DECEMBER 21, 2006 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL:

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of November 16, 2006; carried on a voice vote---

----MOTION by Snider, second by Eagon to approve the 2007 Town budget; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

ZONING CHANGE FROM B2 TO R1

    RALPH & LORI MANTEUFEL, 5731 MAIN ST, TAX PARCEL 030-1564

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to approve the zoning change from B2 Business to R1 Residential for Ralph & Lori Manteufel, 5731 Main St., Tax Parcel 030-1564 because the change is consistent with the future land use map of the Town; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
certified survey map:   sherry donovan, lyngaas rd. tax parcel 030-0793

Chairman Rengstorf explained that the map was a duplicate of a map submitted in 2005 that had not been filed with the County in a timely fashion.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to approve the Certified Survey Map for Sherry Donovan, Lyngaas Rd., Tax Parcel 030-0793 since the map complies with Town ordinances; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
STATE RD 116 UP-DATE:
Chairman Rengstorf said the DOT will start work in the spring of 2007 on the portion of State Rd. 116 from Hwy 45 to the Village. The DOT has included a passing lane at Harbour South in their update plan and maps of the project are on file in the Clerk’s office.
SET POLICY FOR ALTERNATES ON PLAN COMMISSION AND BOARD OF APPEALS:
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to pay alternates on the Plan Commission and the Board of Appeals for attendance at meetings, whether they are required to vote or not; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
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APPOINT MICHAEL SCHMIDT AS ALTERNATE ON THE BOARD OF APPEALS: 

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to appoint Michael Schmidt as an alternate to the Board of Appeals; carried on unanimous voice vote----

BUILDING PERMIT FEE SCHEDULE AND REQUIREMENTS:
Rengstorf explained that the County has increased their permit fees in amounts similar to the proposed Town increases. Tom Spierowski asked if the Board wanted him to start inspecting agricultural buildings and the question was held for the January Board meeting.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to approve the building permit fee structure as proposed to be effective January 1, 2007; carried on unanimous roll call vote----   

VARIANCE/ZONING CHANGE/LAND USE APPLICATION FEE STRUCTURE: 

Rengstorf explained that Winnebago County has notified the Town that the County fee for an individual Comprehensive Land Use Plan amendment is projected to be $800.    
The Board reviewed the cost to the Town as compared to the fee charged by the Town for zoning changes, variances conditional use permits and certified survey maps. 
----MOTION by Snider, second by Burghardt to set a policy that any petition made by applicant that causes the Town to amend the Land Use Plan will have an added fee equal to the County charge for the change plus any additional legal costs added to the Town fee; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to set a policy that any review taken up by the Plan Commission that requires in excess of 3 meetings will be charged an additional application fee per the schedule; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

----MOTION by Snider, second by Eagon to increase the plat review, town road plan review and certified survey map review fees to $350 for regularly scheduled meetings and to increase the fee to $525 for a special meeting to review a certified survey map; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

SPEED LIMITS IN SUBDIVISIONS & REDUCE SPEED TO 25 MPH ON HARBOUR SOUTH, 

     HIGH POINTE DR. SOUTHWIND DR, POINTE WEST AND VALENTINE DR:
Rengstorf explained that the Town needs to contact the DOT for permission to reduce the speed limit on Harbour South, High Pointe Dr., Southwind Dr., Pointe West and Valentine Dr. He also suggested that 25 mph be the standard for future subdivisions and held the item for discussion next month.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to request permission from the DOT to reduce the speed limit on Harbour South, High Pointe Dr., Southwind Dr., Pointe West and Valentine Dr. to 25 mph; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
COUNTY INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD PER CAPITA FUNDS USAGE:
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to accept the Per Capita Fund from the Winnebago County Industrial Development Board; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

----MOTION by Snider, second by Benedict to approve the Operators Licenses for Cassandra Dykstra, Daniel McGonigle, Rose Schmude and Doni Stenzel; carried on unanimous voice vote----

----MOTION by Snider, second by Eagon to appoint Joan Allison, Carol Beiser, Patricia Beyer, Susan Gremmer, Josephine Henriksen, Mary Alice Klemp and Yvonne Zobel as poll workers; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
POLICE DEPARTMENT BUDGET CARRYOVER:
Police Chief Brad Hansen asked the Board to place any 2006 Police Department fund balance into a special account earmarked for future Police Department equipment.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to carry over the 2006 Budget fund balance in the Public Safety account to the 2007 Budget and place  the funds in the State Investment Pool Public Safety Fund for future use; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
CHECKING ACCOUNT REVISION:
The Board considered a proposal from Citizens Bank for an Investment Sweep Service Account and took no action on the proposal.
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TOWN-WIDE WATER TESTING:
Snider said he has had some calls from citizens regarding a DePere Company soliciting for business on water testing. Snider questioned if the Town would want to support a Town-wide water testing program. The Clerk will check with the County Extension and County Health Department for more information.

TOWN HALL ENERGY AUDIT:
Snider noted that the current issue of the Wisconsin Towns Association booklet has an article about the Focus on Energy service provided by Wisconsin Public Service.

----MOTION by Snider, second by Eagon to have the Clerk check with Alliant Energy to see if they offer a free energy audit of the Town Hall; carried on unanimous voice vote----
AMENDED FIRE DISTRICT AGREEMENT:
Rengstorf mentioned some minor typographic errors in the proposed amendment and questioned the maps that were supposed to be attached.
----MOTION by Rengstorf, second by Benedict to further amend the Fire District Agreement to exclude the “or 15% of the annual budget” from the Contingency Fund paragraph; Benedict, Burghardt, Snider Rengstorf aye, Eagon nay; motion carried----
TOWN ASSESSOR:
Burghardt said he was concerned about the revaluation process and some inconsistencies in taxes. He added that he had heard some complaints from citizens and suggested that the Assessor be asked to come to the next meeting to discuss the issues.
