WALKING TRAIL ALONG STH 116:

Resident Cindy Draws described the Wisconsin Safe Routes to School program.  She explained that it is a federally funded program that encourages children ages K-8 to walk and bike to school. Mrs. Draws asked that the Board join in a community effort with the Village and the County and asked for volunteers to attend informational meetings and planning sessions. The Board recommended John Quigley.
WOLF WILDERNESS TRAIL:

Gary Petrik, member of the Wolf Wilderness Trail Committee, asked the Board to accept a State DNR grant on behalf of the group. The matching grant has been approved for up to $4,500.00 and will be used to put a bridge over the inflow along Kolb Rd.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Snider to accept the grant from the DNR for a walking bridge over the inflow along Kolb Rd.; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

VILLAGE OF WINNECONNE INSTALLATION OF WALKING PATH ON GRANT ST:

Benedict explained that the Village wants to install a walking path on Town property along Grant St. Benedict has asked for a written agreement from the Village stating that the Town has no cost involved, no maintenance costs or liability. Nothing has been received from the Village. No Board action.
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FIRE DISTRICT AGREEMENT / 2007 BUDGET:

The amendment to the Fire District Agreement has not been completed.

The Fire District 2007 budget has been amended to add $6,542.00 to cover matching funds for grants. The Town will pay its proportionate share.

APPOINT JERRY CHRISTIANSON COMMISSIONER SANITARY DISTRICT NO. 3:
----MOTION by Snider, second by Burghardt to approve the appointment of Jerry Christiansen as Commissioner for Sanitary District No. 3; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
REVISION TO BUILDING INSPECTOR/ZONING ADMINISTRATOR’S CONTRACT:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that a couple of items were incorrect in the current contract with the Building Inspector and needed to be revised.  

Tom Spierowski explained that he also would like Section 11 Compensation modified to add “by mutual agreement of between the Town and the Provider”
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to modify only  Section 2 (e).(iii) to read: “To inspect all detached garages, decks, and building structures as required by State Code.” and Section 2 (f) to change the day of the week to Monday; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
