SEPTEMBER 21, 2006 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

APPROVE MINUTES OF AUGUST 17, 2006 BOARD MEETINGS:

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Flegner to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of August 17, 2006; carried on a voice vote---

Eagon reported that the Plan Commission recommended approval of the Certified Survey Map.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to approve the Certified Survey Map dividing the property; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

The findings were: Proposed use is consistent with Town ordinances.

IMPACT FEE ORDINANCE:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that a Public Hearing had been conducted earlier this evening.
Atty. Seubert provided a recap of the recent law change regarding the use of the Impact Fees.

Eagon stated that new language of the law will not permit the use of the money collected within the time constraints of the Statutes. He added that the fees where a strategic tool for development and growth within the Town and the planning will continue. 
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----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to repeal and rescind the Impact Fee ordinance and return the money in the account per the State Statute; carried on unanimous roll call vote---- 
BALL PRAIRIE SUBDIVISION: 

LIGHTING DISTRICT, COVENANTS AND PLAT MODIFICATIONS
Rengstorf explained that a Public Hearing was held earlier this evening. The Town Board designates the territory covered by the lighting district and the charge for the lights is billed as a special charge on the tax bill of the properties within hat area.

Flegner said he would like to see additional light in the cul-de-sacs Jeff Christianson said he would take that under advisement.
Eagon asked if the lights could be installed now and lit later when homes had been constructed. Christianson said that was not an option, the lights are lit when installation is completed.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Flegner to approve a new lighting district and designate the Ball Prairie Subdivision area as Utility District No. 4 within the Town; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to approve the modifications to the Ball Prairie Subdivision which would allow combining 1 outlot with an existing buildable lot, with a deed restriction added to the Certified Survey Map and an extension to August 31, 2007 for the completion date of the street paving; carried on unanimous roll call vote----  

The covenants will be amended and the developer’s agreement will be modified to reflect the changes.
PETE WHITE SUBDIVISION DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT MODIFICATION:

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Flegner to extend the due date for blacktopping the street to August 31, 2007 and to modify the Developers Agreement to reflect the new date; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
ORDINANCE TO REGULATE SOLID FUEL-FIRED OUTDOOR HEATING DEVICES:

Tom Spierowski explained that the Department of Commerce does not have any rules to regulate the burners unless they are registered as a furnace, and manufactures knowing that, do not register the burners. Spierowski also expressed concern about the ability to police the materials being burned.
Resident Richard Todd-Barth said he does have a problem with his neighbor’s smoke going across STH 116 and added that an ordinance was needed for the publics’ protection.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Flegner to approve the ordinance creating Chapter 226 of the Municipal Code to regulate solid fuel fired outdoor burning devices; Burghardt, Eagon Flegner aye, Benedict and Rengstorf nay, motion carried----
VILLAGE OF WINNECONNE INSTALLATION OF WALKING PATH ON GRANT ST:

Benedict explained that the Village wants to install a walking path on Town property along Grant St. Benedict has asked for a written agreement from the Village stating that the Town has no cost involved, no maintenance costs or liability. Held for the October meeting.
TOWN GARAGE:
Rengstorf said that the Sanitary District has asked for a 15 year contract for use of the garage before they consider paying all of the remodeling costs.
----MOTION by Flegner, second by Burghardt to allow Sanitary District No. 3 to have a 10 year contract for use of the Town garage; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
winter property ON CROSS ROAD:
Chief Hanson reviewed the report he had submitted to the Board and added that 2 vehicles and 2 trailers on the Winter property were not yet registered. 
----MOTION
by Burghardt, second by Flegner to send another registered letter to Paul Winter notifying him to register the vehicles or remove them from his property within 30 days; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
FIRE DISTRICT AGREEMENT / 2007 BUDGET:

The amendment to the Fire District Agreement has not been completed. 

Eagon reviewed the proposed 2007 Fire District budget. 

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to approve the proposed 2007 Fire District Budget; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
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Fire Chief Wright explained that the Fire District has applied for a Federal grant for replacement air packs
and should know within about 2 weeks if they are approved.

e911 JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT WITH THE COUNTY:
----motion by Burghardt, second by Flegner to approve the E911 Joint Powers Agreement with Winnebago County; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

APPOINT NEW TOWN SUPERVISOR EFFECTIVE OCTOBER 1, 2006:

Rengstorf nominated Tom Snider to fill the vacancy on the Town Board effective October 1, 2006.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to approve the appointment of Tom Snider as Supervisor for the Town Board effective October 1, 2006; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

PLAN COMMISSION AND BOARD OF APPEALS VACANCIES:

Rengstorf explained that there is a vacancy on the Board of Appeals and a regular and alternate member is needed for the Plan Commission.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to place a notice in the Winneconne News to advertise for people to fill the vacancies; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
