CALL TO ORDER:

LIST OF aCTS PASSED WITHIN THE LAST STATE LEGISLATIVE SESSION AND CHANGES AS NECESSARY TO TOWN ORDINANCES:

The Board examined the list of Acts passed within the last legislative session (January 2005 through April, 2006) that the Towns Association suggested might affect Town ordinances.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to have the Clerk modify Chapter 9 and Chapter 310 to conform to the changes in the law made by Wis. Act 34 (Board of Appeals); carried on unanimous voice vote----   
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to have the Clerk modify Chapter 256 and Chapter 310 to conform to the changes in the law made by Wis. Act 81 (nonconforming uses); carried on unanimous voice vote----   
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to have the Clerk modify Chapter 256 to conform to the changes in the law made by Wis. Act 112 (restoration of nonconforming structures); carried on unanimous voice vote----   

Rengstorf said he thought the Impact Fees ordinance should be repealed because the new law states that money collected must be used within 7 years and the Fire District is saying a satellite station will not be needed within that time-frame.

Judy Wright, Don Sleik, Ken La Plante, Dave Downs and Mike Mathe spoke against the Town’s ordinance on Impact Fees and asked that the ordinance be repealed.

Bill Wright said he felt a satellite fire station would not be needed for 15-20 years.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Benedict to have the Clerk modify Chapter 178-3 (C) (1) to conform to the changes in the law made by Wis. Act 203 (Impact Fees); carried on unanimous voice vote----   
The discussion about Wis. Act 477 was held over for another meeting in order to check with the Towns Association for a better explanation of the Act.
