BOARD MEETING MINUTES

JULY 20, 2006 - 7:00 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

ROLL CALL:
Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Ronney Flegner and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.   Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Fire Chief Bill Wright, Judge Don Sleik, County Board Supervisor Chuck Farry, Atty. Patrick Seubert and Monica Wicinsky from The Winneconne News.

NOTICE VERIFICATION:

Clerk Zobel verified agenda notices were posted on July 14th, 2006 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., Butte des Morts Post Office, Wayne’s Piggly Wiggly and YDS Yarn & Fabric and notices were also e-mailed to Atty. Patrick Seubert, The Winneconne News and faxed toThe Oshkosh Northwestern.

APPROVE MINUTES OF JUNE 15, 2006 BOARD MEETINGS:

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Flegner to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of June 15, 2006; carried on voice vote---

Correspondence:
Clerk Zobel reported that the Town website is up and running. Some slight modifications still need to be made and should be completed soon. The address is http://www.tn.winneconne.wi.gov.
Zobel also provided the Board with a list of Acts passed within the last legislative session that have been signed into law by the Governor. The Board will need to review the new laws to see if they affect any Town Ordinances.  

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Charles Roland, 451 Wolf Run, expressed concern about the proposed wood burner ordinance because he has installed such a device.

ORDINANCE TO REGULATE SOLID FUEL-FIRED OUTDOOR HEATING DEVICES:

Burghardt said he felt the ordinance was too restrictive and offered several ideas for changes to the proposal. 
Comment came from the audience that if the proper materials were burned and the chimneys were high enough, a health hazard was not an issue. The comparison was made to leave burning in the fall of the year.
Eagon said the concern was that the leaf burning was occasional and these solid fuel fired burners were constant.
Resident Andy Wegner added that he had a concern about putting restrictions on non-fossil fuel burners in a rural community. He said he would expect that in a city not a rural area.

Burghardt mentioned that the proposal called for existing units to be grandfathered and new devices would need to be installed per manufacturers ‘instructions. Burghardt reviewed his proposed changes to the draft ordinance and suggested his and Eagon’s changes be typed into the draft before further consideration. 
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to make the amendments to the ordinance and bring it back for consideration at the August meeting; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
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TOWN GARAGE:
Rengstorf said that the squad car will need to be housed in the Town’s garage and currently the Town has allowed Winneconne Sanitary District No. 3 to use the garage for storage of their mobile generator. Since the President of District 3 has been on vacation, Rengstorf was not able to discuss the issue with him. A cost proposal to add another overhead door was reviewed.

Eagon said he favored installing a new service door along with the new overhead door but added that he felt that Sanitary District No. 3 should pay for the modifications since they would be made for their generator.

Rengstorf will contact Jim Bassett from Sanitary District No. 3. The matter was held for the August meeting.

BALL PRAIRIE SUBDIVISION COVENANT AND PLAT MODIFICATIONS:
Rengstorf explained that Radtke Contractors has had requests from buyers to purchase outlots 1 and 2 in the Ball Prairie subdivision and Radtke would like to modify the covenants and the plat.
Atty. Seubert suggested that the issue be sent to the Plan Commission for review.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Flegner to refer the request for modification of the covenants and the subdivision plat to the Plan Commission; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

STATUTE CHANGES ON IMPACT FEES:
Atty. Seubert reviewed the changes to the Statute on Impact Fees and suggested the Board revisit the Town ordinance.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Flegner to schedule a special board meeting on Thursday, August 3, 2006  at 6:30 pm to discuss the Statute changes from the last legislative session and how they affect Town ordinances; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

NR1 115 SHORELAND ZONING

Eagon explained that the Plan Commission is asking for comments and opinions from the Board and will send the comments along to the DNR.

Burghardt said the proposal was too restrictive, would reduce property values and affect the Town’s tax base. He added that he thought the proposed TABOR legislation along with the proposed NR 115 legislation would be detrimental to the Town.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING -AMENDMENTS TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANS:
Eagon said the Plan Commission recommended that the Board approve the MOU since it would be a benefit to the Town.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to approve and sign the Memorandum of Understanding on Amendments to Comprehensive Plans as submitted by Winnebago County; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
AGREEMENT- WINNEBAGO COUNTY & TOWN FOR PURCHASE OF VOTING EQUIP:
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Flegner to sign the Agreement Between Winnebago County and The Town of Winneconne to Facilitate Purchase of Handicapped Accessible Voting Equipment, with the addition of the phrase “ not to exceed $6000.00” in item number 5; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

reduce speed limit on formiller road to 25 mph:
Rengstorf explained that since the road is not posted the speed limit is set at 55 mph per State statutes. The Board policy has been to petition the DOT to lower the speed limit in areas where 51% of the residents have signed a petition requesting such action.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Flegner to have Benedict request a petition and then contact the DOT to request a speed limit reduction; carried on unanimous voice vote----
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winter property ON CROSS ROAD:
Clerk Zobel said she had not received a return receipt on the second certified letter sent to Mr. Winter.
----MOTION by Flegner, second by Burghardt to have Chief Hanson serve the letter on Mr. Winter; carried on unanimous voice vote----

SANITARY DIST NO 3 REQUEST FOR CLEARANCE MAINS & LIFT STATIONS:
Rengstorf explained that Sanitary District No. 3 had a problem with a contractor digging near their lift station and as a result has asked the Town to modify the Excavation Permit. Rengstorf suggested that the Excavation Permit be modified and a letter be sent to all utilities serving the Town notifying them of the need to obtain an Excavation Permit when working in the Town.

   Benedict said that Clow Rd., Ontario St and Village Rd. will be scheduled yet this year and E. Lyngaas will be started the week of July 31.

      Report on Police Dept. activities:  Burghardt said the Committee met with Chief Brad Hanson and explained that he was to focus on Town Ordinance enforcement and visibility throughout the Town. Atty. Seubert added that a letter had been sent to Chief Hanson explaining the conditions of employment.  
      Report on Fire District meeting:  Eagon mentioned that most of the members had completed NIMS training. The revised District Agreement is still be reviewed by the Village Attorney. Chief Wright added that the new truck is being tested and should arrive next week.
