APPOINT CHIEF OF POLICE:

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to appoint Brad Hanson as Chief of Police for the Town effective July 15, 2006; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

Eagon said he felt the Town had conducted good recruiting and as a result had a fine candidate for the job.
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ORDINANCE TO REGULATE SOLID FUEL-FIRED OUTDOOR HEATING DEVICES:

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Flegner to adopt the ordinance;

Burghardt said he felt the ordinance was too restrictive and that any property owner would have to have at least a 602 foot wide lot to be in compliance with this proposed ordinance. He added that the word “nuisance” was not defined in the ordinance and that in general it was too restrictive for a rural community.

Eagon referred to the health issues published by the County health department and said he felt the proposed ordinance should be sensitive to the proximity to other buildings.
Resident Richard Todd-Barth said he thought the proposed 600 feet from buildings was just perfect.

Supervisor Benedict expressed concern about the existing units and questioned if they would be grandfathered. Eagon responded that they were grandfathered until any changes were made to the structure.
Eagon withdrew his motion and the item was held for further discussion at the July meeting.

VACANCY ON THE BOARD OF APPEALS:

Rengstorf explained that Mike Draws had decided not to renew his appointment to the Board of Appeals.

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Flegner to put an ad in the Winneconne News for the applicants to serve on the Board of appeals: motion carried on a voice vote----

COUNTY ROAD M BRIDGE CONSTRUCTION:’

Rengstorf reported that the bridge over the Rat River will be closed from June11 through July 23 and the bridge over the Arrowhead River will closed from July 9 through September 3 and detours will be posted for both.
TOWN GARAGE:
Rengstorf said that the squad car will need to be housed in the Town’s garage and currently the Town has allowed Winneconne Sanitary District No. 3 to use the garage for storage of their mobile generator. Rengstorf added that recycle bags are stored in the garage. It was suggested that if the garage had a double door or two single doors, both the squad and the generator could be accessed.
