CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

----MOTION by Benedict, second by Flegner to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of April 20, 2006; carried on voice vote---

· Thank You card for the Town’s $500.00 donation to the annual fireworks display from the Winneconne Area Chamber of Commerce.

· Notice from the County Clerk’s office that the resolution for approving advancing money for the handicap voting machines failed but that they will have a meeting prior to the next County Board meeting for Diebold to make presentations to answer questions asked by County Board members.

· Reminder from Clerk Zobel that reservations should be turned in for the WTA seminar scheduled for July 18, 2006 in Waupaca. 

PUBLIC COMMENT:

Terry Zawacki, 6799 Olen Tr. addressed the Board regarding the proposed development at the end of Olen Trail. He expressed concern about the road being shown at 16 feet wide, the cul-de-sac only 50 feet and questioned the setbacks for the proposed lots. Zawacki added that the area that the developer has shown as a drainage ditch is actually a designated waterway according to the DNR.
Bob Shephard, representing 6827 and 6831 Olen Trail said he had lived in the Town since 1959 and wanted to see the neighborhood and the environment protected. He said he was also worried that the development will cause the woods to flood out.

Mike Hietpas, representing the developer of the Olen Trail property, explained that the new owner had reduced the number of units from 8 to 6 and they felt the traffic increase would be minimal. He added that the existing building would be sold with the property.

Fire Chief Bill Wright expressed concern about emergency vehicle access to the proposed units.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Flegner to recommend that the County approve the variance to the County Zoning Ordinance since the foot print of the non-conforming home was not changing and the proposed addition for a second floor would not be detrimental to any neighbors; carried on unanimous roll call vote---- 
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CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: ROBERT ALBRIGHT –ONTARIO ST. TAX PARCEL 030-1558

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to approve the Certified Survey map for Robert Albright Tax Parcel 030-1558 on Ontario Street; carried on unanimous roll call vote---- 
DEED TRANSFER TO ROBERT ALBRIGHT:
Atty. Seubert explained that the 10 feet of property on Ontario Street vacated by the Town had to be legally deeded to Robert Albright.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Flegner to approve the Quit Claim Deed to give the easterly 10 feet of Ontario Street that abuts lot 1 of Assessor’s Plat 2 of Block 13 of the Town of Winneconne, Winnebago County, Wisconsin; to Robert Albright; carried on unanimous roll call vote----    

COUNTY CONDITIONAL USE FOR GARROW PROPERTIES LLC/DAVEL ENGINEERING

      6885 OLEN TR & E OF 6885 OLEN TR TAX PARCELS 030-0054-02, 030-0086-13 & 030-0086

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Benedict to recommend to the County that the Conditional Use for Garrow Properties LLC at 6885 Olen Trail and E of 6885 Olen Trail, Tax Parcels 030-0054-02, 030-0086-13 & 030-0086 be approved with the following conditions:      

1. That a turnaround be required at the end of the road for emergency vehicles.

2. That there is a written agreement with the developer that the wetlands will not be disturbed or developed.


3. That the road extension be at least 20 feet wide.


4. That there is a developer’s bond for road repair if any damage is done to the existing road.


5. That setbacks be consistent with existing ordinances.

Benedict, Burghardt and Rengstorf aye, Eagon and Flegner nay, motion carried----
ORDINANCE TO REGULATE SOLID FUEL-FIRED OUTDOOR HEATING DEVICES:

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Flegner to adopt the ordinance;
Burghardt said he felt the ordinance was too restrictive and that any property owner would have to have at least a 602 foot wide lot to be in compliance with this proposed ordinance. He added that the word “nuisance” was not defined in the ordinance and that in general it was too restrictive for a rural community.
Eagon withdrew his motion and the item was held for further discussion at the June meeting.

ORDINANCE TO RESCIND AND RECREATE PART OF CHAPTER 310-CONDITIONAL USE:
Atty. Seubert explained that the change in the existing ordinance would bring the Town into compliance with the State Statutes. 
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to approve the ordinance to rescind and recreate part of Chapter 310 on Conditional Use; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
OPERATORS LICENSE FOR HEIDI L. NELSON:
Clerk Zobel said all requirements were met.
----MOTION by Flegner, second by Burghardt to approve the Operator’s license for Heidi L. Nelson; carried on unanimous voice vote----

AESTHETICS: CROSS RD. –WINTER PROPERTY – TAX PARCEL 030-0138

Benedict said he would like to see the property cleaned up and the unlicensed vehicles removed.

----MOTION by Benedict second by Burghardt to send a letter to the property owner, with a copy of the ordinance, stating that he has 30 days to comply; carried by a unanimous voice vote----

NIMS TRAINING REQUIREMENTS:

Clerk Zobel explained that the County will coordinate the training that is required for elected officials. The Board was asked to commit to the basic requirements. Zobel will send the report to the County.
