Jim Smith of Martenson & Eisele, Inc explained that Certified Survey Map was created to facilitate the sale of a lot to a family member. The rezoning was required by Town Ordinance since the newly created lot would be less than 5 acres. 

Commissioner Jim Eagon mentioned that Frontier Rd. is considered a private road and expressed concern about another driveway on that road.
Commissioner Chris Murawski asked if double fronting would be an issue and it was decided that the Town Code had no restrictions.

APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 3, 2008:

----MOTION by Sitter, second by Eagon to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the September 3,2008 meeting; Burghardt abstain, Eagon, Murawski, Sitter, Schauls and Quigley aye; motion carried----
PUBLIC COMMENT: None
CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP AND ZONING CHANGE:

Peterman Family Trust/Gene Young Agent: Frontier Rd. Lot 2 of Proposed CSM

Part of Tax Parcel 030-0102 & 030-0102-01; Zoning change from A-2 Agric to R-1A Residential

There was discussion about the road being considered private by the Town and the fact that Town Ordinance does not allow more than one residential structure per driveway.

Harvey Rengstorf said he had met with the County Executive several times about the issue of Frontier Road and Mr. Harris said he would do something about the status of the road but nothing has been done yet by the County.

 Resident Gary Petrik asked if the Commission could grant a variance because of hardship?  
Another resident said he had spoken to the County about the need for repairs to Frontier Rd. 

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to recommend to the Town Board that the Certified Survey Map and the rezoning from A-2 Agricultural to R-1A Residential for the Peterman family, part of Tax Parcels 030-0102 & 030-0102-01 on Frontier Rd., be approved with the stipulation that the driveway for the new residence be constructed on a public road built to Town specifications; carried on a unanimous roll call vote----  
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REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON THE STREETS ORDINANCE CHAPTER 270-REVIEW & RECOMMEND CONSTRUCTION PROCESS 270-4 (C) (2):
Burghardt explained that the Town Board was asking the Commission to reconsider this part of the Ordinance that sets the timetable for road completion in light of current economic conditions and there affect on subdivision lot sales within the Town. The concern is that the newly paved roads could be damaged by the heavy construction trucks. 

Murawski said he is comfortable with the Ordinance as it is and would prefer to beef-up the asphalt paving requirements to protect the Town during home construction in the future. 
Further discussion centered on the review of other municipalities’ Ordinances to see how they handled the issue in their subdivision developments. The Commission pulled information from several different samples and asked Atty. Seubert to draw up the modification for the Town of Winneconne Code.
