MEETING MINUTES

SEPTEMBER 3, 2008
John Quigley called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne.

APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF AUGUST 14, 2008:

----MOTION by Eagon, second by Sitter to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the August 14, 2008 meeting; Burghardt abstain, Eagon, Murawski, Sitter, Schauls and Quigley aye; motion carried----
PUBLIC COMMENT: None
REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON THE STREETS ORDINANCE CHAPTER 270

REVIEW & RECOMMEND CONSTRUCTION PROCESS 270-4 (C) (2):
Burghardt explained that the Town Board was asking the Commission to reconsider this part of the Ordinance that sets the timetable for road completion in light of current economic conditions and there affect on subdivision lot sales within the Town. The concern is that the newly paved roads could be damaged by the heavy construction trucks. 

Murawski said he is comfortable with the Ordinance as it is and would prefer to beef-up the asphalt paving requirements to protect the Town during home construction in the future. 
Further discussion centered on the possibility of accepting the road but having the maintenance done by the developer, possible weight limits in the spring, Performance Bonds, accepting the land but not the pavement and delaying the proof-roll test until just before the binder course is applied.
After the discussion, the consensus was to check with other municipalities to see how they handled the problem in their subdivision developments.

REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON ITEMS REQUIRING A CONDITIONAL USE    

PERMIT - ZONING ORDINANCE CHAPTER 310:
Murawski stated that he did not see a need for a Conditional Use Permit checklist since the Commission could use the Site Plan Checklist. He added that the process for handling a Conditional Use Permit needed to be put into the Ordinance and reference made to Chapter 310-31. He said he also would like a template for the Conditional Use Permit.
The Commission started the review of the businesses that did and did not need a Conditional Use Permit. Discussion will be continued nest month and such things as hours of operation, traffic impact, in-person sales and home-based businesses will be considered.
