Murawski presented suggestions for road specifications the Town might consider. He also mentioned technical aspects and engineering standards that should be considered by the Plan Commission when reviewing subdivision plats.

Atty. Seubert suggested that future Developers’ Agreements should contain a clause stating that the Town would hire an engineering firm to oversee construction methods, to inspect and to approve any new roads that were to be developed. The cost of the engineering firm would be paid by the developer.  
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to hold a workshop to prepare technical specifications to be used as a “Construction Specifications” attachment to the Town Code and to prepare suggested new language to be included in Developers’ Agreements; carried on unanimous roll call vote----   

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to have Atty. Seubert request that the developer’s engineer give the proposed road specifications to the Town geo-technical engineer and include the requirement for geo-technical approval of the roads in the Olen Shores Estates subdivision by the Town hired firm, the cost of which will be paid by the developer; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

ORDINANCE CHAPTER 270

   ARTERIAL, LOCAL & RURAL ROAD REQUIREMENTS

   COMPARE REQUIREMENTS TO THOSE STATED IN SUBDIVISION ORDINANCE
There was discussion and review of the existing Ordinance. It was suggested that Atty. Seubert add a statement to future Developers’ Agreements for new subdivisions that an engineering study to lower the speed limit in the subdivision to 25 mph must be done at the developers expense.
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REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS IF NECESSARY ON ITEMS REQUIRING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT - ZONING ORDINANCE CHAPTER 310

Burghardt said he felt the Commission should look over the list of businesses in the Ordinance requiring a Conditional Use Permit to be sure this is what the Town wants. He added that buffer areas for some businesses might be considered. 
Murawski mentioned that the Town of Menasha has a good Site Plan Review process that our Town might find helpful to evaluate for ideas.
