TOWN OF WINNECONNE PLAN COMMISSION

MEETING MINUTES

JUNE 6, 2007
John Quigley called the hearing to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne.

James Eagon, Chris Murawski, John Quigley, and Scott Sitter were present. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Building Inspector/Zoning Administrator Tom Spierowski, Atty. Patrick Seubert, Town Chairman Harvey Rengstorf, Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley, Realtor Charles Olson and Wm. Kottler from Davel Engineering. Burghardt was absent.
APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF MAY 2,, 2007:

----MOTION by Murawski, second by Sitter to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the May 2, 2007 meeting; carried on unanimous voice vote----

CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: 

CLIFFORD HERZOG-WINDMILL DR.-TAX PARCEL 030-0027  


Charles Olson explained to the Commission that the owner, Clifford Herzog, is planning to sell proposed lot 3 on the Certified Survey Map presented for approval by the Town. Discussion followed regarding the concern that the road designated as Windmill Dr. has not been paved to Town specifications and therefore has not been accepted by the Town. Mr. Olson asked the Commission to consider that the road is due to be paved by August 31, 2007 per the Developers Agreement and since the buyers are not requesting a driveway onto Windmill Dr. at this time, he suggested that the Commission recommend approval of the Certified Survey Map by the Town Board. The Commissioners considered Mr. Olson’s request and discussed the Town’s Road Ordinance and the White Developers Agreement. During the discussion it was determined that the letter of credit or cash escrow for the road completion had not been received from Mr. White.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to postpone further discussion about the Certified Survey Map until the July meeting; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Sitter to have the Town Clerk request the letter of credit or cash escrow from Peter White per the signed Developers Agreement; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
FINAL PLAT OF OLEN SHORES ESTATES-PREVIOUSLY KNOWN AS CONSERVANCY ESTATES -OWNER GARROW PROPERTIES LLC-TAX PARCEL 030-0086:
Mr. Kottler explained that the previous owner had the Preliminary Plat approved in late 2005. The Final Plat was reviewed by the Commissioners.
 ----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to recommend to the Town Board that they recommend approval to Winnebago County of the Final Plat of Olen Shores Estates, previously know as Conservancy Estates, with the following conditions:


1. All lots shall have a minimum frontage of 85 feet.


2. The cul de sac shall be 60 feet of paved surface exclusive of the ditches.


3. Engineering plans shall be amended according to items 1 and 2 above.


4. A Developers Agreement shall be completed with the Town attorney at the developers 
     


    expense.
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PURCHASE OF DEVELOPMENT RIGHTS:
Eagon summarized the literature he had provided for the Commissioners. He explained that one of the objectives of the Town’s Land Use Plan is to preserve farmland and preserve the rural character of the Town. One option for the Town to use to proceed with that philosophy is Purchase of Development Rights. This is a voluntary program which allows the landowner to sell the development rights of a parcel of land to a public agency, land trust or unit of government. While the right to develop is permanently restricted, the land owner retains all other rights and responsibilities associated with the land and can use it or sell for the purposes allowed in the easement. Eagon added that the implementation steps to begin with include: linking the PDR program to the objectives of the Land Use Plan, establishing a board or committee, identifying sources of revenue and identifying a target area within the Town.
Eagon encouraged the other Commissioners to educate themselves on the subject and suggested that the issue be discussed at a future meeting. 

REVIEW AND/OR AMEND ROAD CONSTRUCTION REQUIREMENTS AND STANDARDS-TOWN ORDINANCE CHAPTERS 270 AND 275: 
Burghardt suggested that the Commission look over the Town’s road construction requirements in the Ordinances to make sure the Town is more protected in the future against road failures as have been experienced on High Pointe Dr. and Southwind Dr. 

Murawski said through his line of work he could offer some suggestions for the Commission to consider. He will provide the information for review next month.

REVIEW AND/OR AMEND ITEMS REQUIRING A CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT - TOWN ORDINANCE CHAPTER 310:
Burghardt asked for the matter to be postponed until a future meeting.
ADD REQUIREMENT IN FUTURE SUB-DEVELOPERS AGREEMENTS THAT AN 

ENGINEERING TRAFFIC INVESTIGATION STUDY TO LOWER SPEED LIMITS BE 

DONE AT THE DEVELOPERS EXPENSE-TOWN ORDINANCE CHAPTER 275:
