ZONING CHANGE & CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP: JACK & LORRINE HEINEMANN

Sitter said upon viewing the property he felt the request was reasonable and that it did conformed to Town zoning.
----MOTION by Murawski, second by Sitter to recommend to the Town Board that the Certified Survey Map along with the zoning change from A-2 to R-1A for Lot 2 on the Certified Survey Map for Jack & Lorrine Heinemann, 5974 Lasley Point Rd., Tax Parcel 030-0093-01 be approved; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

Erik Linstedt explained that he wants to sell his property and the currently the lot line is running through his home. The Certified Survey was done to correct the problem. He was informed by the County today that he will need to seek a zoning change since the portion of the land he is acquiring from the neighbor is zoned R-2A and his land is zoned R-1A..

Murawski questioned the dotted line through the Blackburn property on the map. It appears inappropriate and probably needs to be removed. Clerk Zobel will talk to the surveyor.

----MOTION by Murawski, second by Sitter to recommend to the Town Board that the Certified Survey Map for Erik Linstedt, 6009 Indian Shore Rd., Tax Parcels 030-0091-20 & 030-1148 be approve with the contingencies that the map be corrected to remove the dotted line on the Blackburn property and the zoning change be applied for with the County; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

WINNEBAGO COUNTY ZONING ORDINANCE TEXT AMENDMENT 

     EFFECT ON OR NEED FOR REVISION TO TOWN ORDINANCE

Town Chairman Harvey Rengstorf explained that the Town Board was asking the Plan Commission to review the proposed text amendment by the County because a new zoning district overlay was being created to allow some commercial use in agricultural zoning with a Conditional Use Permit. Rengstorf added that the Town Code requires a zoning change if business activities will be conducted.
Murawski said he preferred the Town remain more restrictive and require a zoning change for business activities.
Atty. Seubert explained that the Town had reviewed the Town Code 2 years ago and he cautioned against following the County’s proposal.

----MOTION by Murawski, second by Schauls to recommend that the Town Board not make any Ordinance revisions in respect to the County zoning overlay in the agricultural zoning district; carried on unanimous roll call vote----  
REMEDY FOR WATER PROBLEM / EFFECT ON ROADS HIGH POINTE DR/SOUTHWIND AREA

Town Chairman Harvey Rengstorf explained that there were road erosion problems on High Pointe Dr. and on Southwind Dr. He said the Board was looking to the Plan Commission for suggestions on how to remedy those problems.
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Murawski said he was familiar with the situation and felt that either high ground water was washing away the road base, differential settling was occurring, excess fill that had not been compacted well enough was eroding the base or a combination of any of those things. He suggested the Board engage a professional geo-tech engineer to bring in equipment to perform a subsurface exploration to about 20 feet deep.

Rengstorf said he would take that information back to the Board.
