    TAX PARCEL 030-0159
Quigley asked the applicant to explain the purpose of the Certified Survey Map. Mike Shaw said he was going to purchase the home with just over 5 acres and planned to restore the home and live there. Mr. Hinz added that the property had been in his family for over a 100 years and he expressed surprise at seeing a road shown on the property on the future land use map for the Town. 
Atty. Seubert explained that there might be a concern in the future if the road was built since there was not enough width for another lot between the proposed road and the proposed new lot shown on the Survey Map. Me. Hinz said he had no plans for developing the balance of his property. 
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to recommend to the Town Board that the Certified Survey Map for Dennis Hinz and Mike Shaw, Tax Parcel 030-0159 be approved because the change is consistent with the Comprehensive Plan, the Land Use Map and all Town ordinances; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
VILLAGE OF WINNECONNE EXTRATERRITORIAL ZONING JURISDICTION:

APPOINT MEMBERS –JOINT EXTRATERRITORIAL ZONING COMMITTEE:

Harvey Rengstorf explained to the Commission that the Village of Winneconne had passed a new ordinance to invoke its extraterritorial jurisdiction of 1½ miles. Rengstorf added that the State Statutes call for a Town committee of three members to be formed to meet with a Village committee of three members when any zoning changes are requested within the extraterritorial jurisdiction. Since the Town Board has authorized Chairman Rengstorf to serve on the committee and to appoint the other 2 members to the committee, Rengstorf asked if anyone on the Plan Commission was interested in the assignment. John Quigley and Chris Murawski volunteered.
