AMENDMENTS TO COMPREHENSIVE PLANS

Harvey Rengstorf explained that the County Unit of the Wisconsin Towns Association had asked Winnebago County for some changes to the original proposal and those changes had been. He added that the amended proposal may require our Town to hold 2 meetings on some items.

John Quigley mentioned that there seemed to be a down side to not approving the proposal.

NR 115 SHORELAND ZONING:
Murawski said he has been working with the DNR through his employer and that this proposal from the DNR seems to be the waive of the future. He added that the proposed setbacks are extreme. 
John Quigley mentioned that the City of Madison was a good example of the plan in action.

Tom Snider added that there is a lot of discussion in the news about fencing around detention ponds.

John Quigley said more public hearings are scheduled and perhaps the comments from the Plan Commission should be forwarded to the DNR.
