PUBLIC HEARING & MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 2, 2006
Tom Snider called the hearing to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne.

APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF JULY 5, 2006:
Snider noted a spelling error to be corrected.
----MOTION by Eagon, second by Murawski to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the July 5, 2006 meeting as corrected; carried on unanimous voice vote----

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Resident Judy Wright stated that she was opposed to the Impact Fee Ordinance and felt that the money collected should be returned to the property owners because the Fire District has no need for another station within the next 10 years. She added that the Village of Winneconne and the Town of Poygan were not collecting this type of fee and other municipalities that had such fees were charging much smaller amounts.
ZONING CHANGE:  FROM R-1A TO R-1A-1   MICHAEL & SHARON BINGEN 



            514 S MEMORIAL DR - TAX PARCEL 030-0312-02

Jim Smith explained that the owners wished to sell a portion of their property and were just short of the required 1 acre per parcel under the current zoning classification. Rather than ask for a variance, they are asking to change the zoning to the R-1A-1 classification which allows smaller lots.
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----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to recommend to the Town Board that the zoning change from R-1A to R-1A-1 for the Michael & Sharon Bingen, tax parcel 030-312-02 be approved; carried on unanimous roll call vote----

    TAX PARCELS 030-1173 & 030-1174

Mrs. Hardy explained that the lots were being combined to allow them to build a separate garage.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to recommend to the Town Board that the Certified Survey Map for Jason Hardy, tax parcels 030-1173 and 030-1174 be approved.
The findings were: 
1. Proposed use is consistent with Town ordinances.




2. Will allow better use of the property by the owner.

BALL PRAIRIE SUBDIVISION COVENANT AND PLAT MODIFICATIONS

Atty. Seubert said that Jeff Christianson from Radtke Contractors had called to ask for the matter to be held until next month.

Burghardt said he a concern that the outlots were required to be designated for green space on the original plat and now the Town is being asked to reverse that requirement. 

Snider added that the Developer’s Agreement stated that roads were to be paved by June 30, 2005 and that has not been completed yet. 

Eagon said he remembered that part of the park land issue was addressed by requiring a bike path on some of the roads and also a payment in lieu of park land was paid.

Further discussion held for the September meeting.   
NR 115 SHORELAND ZONING:
Murawski said he had sent some comments to the DNR through his employer and had some other concerns relating to the Town.
Snider added that there is a lot of discussion in the news about fencing around detention ponds.

He went on to say that more public hearings are scheduled and the comments from the Plan Commission should be forwarded to the Town Board to be included with the Board’s comments to the DNR. Snider asked that all comments be sent to the Clerk by August 9, 2006.
STATUTE CHANGES ON IMPACT FEES

Atty. Seubert explained that recent Statute changes require the Town to amend the Impact Fee ordinance. 
Burghardt said he was not in favor of the original ordinance from the beginning and if no appropriate and timely use of the money is going to be made, the money should be returned per the State Statutes.
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Eagon mentioned that study done for the Fire District by McGrath Consulting showed a need for a fire facility on the east side of the Village and based on that study the Town used Impact Fees to generate revenue for the future. He added that he has asked the Fire District to do a study on the need for the new building but that has not been started.

Snider suggested that the Commission should ask the Town Board to request a needs assessment study from the Fire District.
