----MOTION by Eagon, second by Burghardt to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the August 2, 2006 meeting; carried on unanimous voice vote----

Mike Bingen explained that the Certified Survey Map was dividing the property into 2 lots.
----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to recommend approval to the Town Board of the Certified Survey Map for Michael Bingen, 514 S Memorial Dr., Tax Parcel 030-0312-02; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
     Findings: 1. Land division conforms to the Town Ordinance
     
         2. Appropriate use for the zoning
BALL PRAIRIE SUBDIVISION: COVENANTS AND PLAT MODIFICATIONS

 AND ESTABLISHMENT OF A LIGHTING DISTRICT

Jeff Christianson reviewed the August 24, 2006 letter of request from Radtke Contractors to amend the Ball Prairie Subdivision plat and covenants. The request was also made for the Town to designate the Ball Prairie Subdivision plat as a Lighting District to allow the developer to work with the electric company to install street lighting within the subdivision.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to recommend approval of the Ball Prairie Subdivision as a Lighting District within the Town to the Town Board; carried on unanimous roll call vote----    

     Findings: 1. Safety for residents
                     2. Aesthetics for the subdivision

Discussion followed about the modifications to the plat. The developer wants to take the 2 existing outlots and combine them with 2 existing residential lots. It was also noted that the covenants would need to be modified. Eagon expressed concern about the proposed change since it would reduce the land open and available for use by the property owners within the subdivision.   
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Christianson also mentioned that the original signed Development Agreement set the deadline for road construction by June 30, 2005. The roads are not surfaced and should winter-over, so the request is being made to extend the deadline for surfacing to the summer of 2007. 

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Snider to recommend to the Town Board approval of the plat modification to allow outlot 2 to be combined with lot 41, modification to the covenants because of the plat change and to further recommend that the extension be granted for the completion of the roads; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
PETE WHITE SUBDIVISION DEVELOPMENT AGREEMENT MODIFICATION 

White explained that the roads are not complete and he would like an extension for completion to August 31, 2007.

----MOTION by Burghardt, second by Eagon to recommend approval of the extension to August 31, 2007 to the Town Board; carried on unanimous roll call vote----
     Findings: 1.The extension will bring the developer into compliance with the Code.
                     2. Building would be allowed to start

ACT 477 SECTION 25m AND SECTION 26m, 236.45(6) – ORDINANCE MODIFICATION

The recent law change in respect to payment-in-lieu of parkland dedication for new subdivisions was reviewed.

----MOTION Snider, second by Burghardt to recommend that the Town Board modify the Town Code to bring it into compliance with State law. The proposed amendments to Chapter 275-43 of the ordinance include removing payment-in-lieu requirements and adding the option of a 1/3 reduction in the required parkland if the dedicated parkland is held by and maintained by the Homeowners Association instead of the Town, dedicated to the use of the property owners in the subdivision and deed restricted to remain that way; carried on unanimous roll call vote----   
CONDITIONAL USE PERMITS – DUTIES OF PLAN COMMISSION

The Commission discussed the duties of the Plan Commission as they apply to Conditional Uses.
