BOARD MEETING MINUTES

AUGUST 19, 2010 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, Dale Burghardt, James Eagon, Thomas Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Susanne Jones, Treasurer Patricia Angell, and Attorney Patrick Seubert.

Clerk Zobel verified agenda notices were posted on August 13, 2010 at the Winneconne Town Hall, the Butte des Morts Lions Club Bldg., Butte des Morts Post Office, Wayne’s Piggly Wiggly and YDS Yarn & Fabric.  Notices were e-mailed to The Winneconne News, The Oshkosh Northwestern and Atty. Patrick Seubert, and also posted on the Town website.

----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Eagon to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of July 15, 2010 and July 19, 2010; carried on a voice vote----

· Recognition of Merit from the International Dark Sky Association for enacting the Outdoor Lighting Ordinance.

· Notice from the Department of Administration that the preliminary estimate of the January 1, 2010 population for the Town is 2,326. Clerk Zobel remarked that the count was the same in 2009. 
· Payment in the amount of $10,393.48 from Winnebago County for the Town’s portion of the surplus commodity revenue.

· Reminder from Winnebago County of the electronics landfill ban that goes into effective on September 1, 2010.
· Notice that the 2011 recycling and landfill tip fees rate will decrease from $15.00 to $10 per ton for recycling and the solid waste tip fee will increase from $33.40 to $34.40 per ton.
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Emily Dunham of Reff Balvier Bermingham & Lim SC, representing Lakewind Corporation, asked to have all of Tax Parcel 030-0354 designated as Single Family Residential on the Future Land Use Map.

Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer, 7110 Shoreline Drive thanked the Board for enacting the Outdoor Lighting Ordinance. She also requested that the Board look at the private road situation within the Town.
FUTURE LAND USE MAP CHANGE: LAKEWIND CORP – TAX PARCEL 030-0354:
Supervisor Eagon stated that the Plan Commission has recommended that Tax Parcel 030-0354 be designated Single Family Residential on the Future Land Use Map.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Eagon to change the Future Land Use Map designation for Tax Parcel 030-0354, owned by the Lakewind Corporation, from the dual designation,  Park/Agricultural to Single Family Residential; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
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RECOMMENDATION ON REQUEST FOR COUNTY CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT: AMERICAN BANK – JIM SMITH, SUNSHINE HARBOUR CONDO PLAT – TAX PARCELS 030-3001 TO 030-3050:

Supervisor Eagon stated that the Plan Commission has recommended that the Board recommend approval of the Conditional Use Permit because the request only changes the lot lines within the plat and does not change the actual number of lots.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to recommend that Winnebago County approve the request for the Conditional Use Permit to amend an existing Conditional Use for single family residences with on-site sewage disposal systems with the condition that a copy of the Final Plat be forwarded to the Town; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote.  
RECOMMENDATION ON REQUEST FOR COUNTY VARIANCE –  JERRY LUTZ , 6384 LAKESHORE ROAD (FRERKS RD)  - TAX PARCEL 030-0201-04:
Supervisor Eagon stated that the Plan Commission opposed approval of the Variance because of the apparent living space on the upper level of the garage and possible parking issues with the setback.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Burghardt to recommend that Winnebago County allow the Variance to build a detached garage for Jerry Lutz, 6384 Lakeshore Road (Frerks Road), Tax Parcel 030-0204-04.  Motion failed on a unanimous 5-0 roll vote----
INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH – PARKING REGULATIONS AT THE BOAT LAUNCH AND SUNSET TRAIL – DNR PERMIT AND ARCHEOLOGICAL SOCIETY STUDY:

Supervisor Eagon reported that the DNR, acting as the agent for the Historical Society, has denied the permit application submitted by the Town for the reinstallation of the concrete slabs at the boat landing.  The Historical Society requires a survey and cultural review by an archeologist. The cost to the Town for this review could be up to $400.
----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Eagon to go forward with spending up to $400 for an archeological study of the Indian Shores boat launch area as required by the DNR and the Historical Society; motion carried on a 4-1 roll call vote, with Chairman Rengstorf voting nay----
TOWN REQUIREMENTS FOR VILLAGE SIDEWALK OVER TOWN PROPERTY:

Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Village of Winneconne is considering installing a sidewalk and biking path over property owned by Town residents on Grant St.  He expressed concern about protection from future maintenance costs for the residents and suggested that the town request a municipal agreement from the Village.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Burghardt to have Attorney Seubert send a certified letter to the Village indicating that the Town wants an intergovernmental agreement that states that the Village will pay all costs including installation, future maintenance, all legal fees and provide proof that the Town’s landowners are in agreement with the proposal; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
ORDINANCE MODIFICATION – CHAPTER 129 OUTDOOR BURNING:

Supervisor Burghardt has received calls regarding people burning wet grass and brush.  He suggested any fire creating smoke that smolders and lingers be prohibited and provided proposed language change to the current ordinance.
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Burghardt to modify Chapter 129-3 to include no burning of “wet, fresh cut grass”, and rescind the portion of the code that states “that result in the production of smoke that rises more than four feet in height which is maintained for five minutes or longer”; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote---- 
OPERATOR LICENSE: SHAWN M. MUELLER:

Clerk Zobel confirmed that all requirements have been met by the applicant.
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Benedict to grant an Operator License to Shawn M. Mueller; motion carried on a unanimous voice vote----

The Fire District is waiting for the County decision about the type of communication system that will be purchased and the District is also hoping to find grants available to use to purchase new radios.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:

Supervisor Benedict reported Paulson Road needs partial paving, and he has also contacted Radtke Contractors to complete the paving on High Pointe Drive.  Supervisor Burghardt suggested looking at Washington St., from County Rd. S to Main St., for resurfacing next year.
