PUBLIC HEARING & MEETING MINUTES

PUBLIC HEARING

PUBLIC COMMENT ABOUT A PROPOSED CHANGE TO THE FUTURE LAND USE MAP WHICH INCLUDES TAX PARCEL 030-0354:
Acting Chairman Jim Eagon called the Public Hearing to order at 6:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne.
Atty. Emily Dunham of Reff Baivier Bermingham & Lim SC, representing Lakewind Corporation, asked to have Tax Parcel 030-0354 designated as Single Family Residential on the Future Land Use Map.

Hearing no other comments, the Public Hearing was closed at 6:35 p.m. 

Acting Chairman Jim Eagon called the regular meeting of the Plan Commission to order at 6:36 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne.
ROLL CALL:

Commissioners Dale Burghardt, Jim Eagon, and Mike Schauls were present. Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Sue Jones, Building Inspector/Zoning Administrator Tom Spierowski, Town Chairman Harvey Rengstorf, Atty. Patrick Seubert, Attorney Emily Dunham, Jim Smith of Martenson & Eisele, and three Town residents.  Commissioners John Quigley, Chris Murawski and Scott Sitter were absent.  
APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF JULY 7, 2010:
----MOTION by Commissioner Burghardt, second by Commissioner Eagon to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the  July 7, 2010 meeting; motion carried on a voice vote----
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer, 7110 Shoreline Drive, presented a Recognition of Merit from the International Dark-Sky Association for the outdoor lighting ordinance recently enacted by the Town Board. 
Mrs. Hensel-Fixmer asked the Commission for help with a driveway issue concerning her neighbor that has made it difficult for her to access her property. She said she hoped the Commission would be addressing issues for all private road residents. She added that her neighbor is also building a gazebo which might be a zoning issue. 
Commissioner Burghardt suggested that Mrs. Hensel-Fixmer refer the zoning issue to the Winnebago County Zoning office and continue to work with Police Chief Hanson to resolve the other problems.  
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REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATIONS ON FUTURE LAND USE MAP:

 LAKEWIND CORP – TAX PARCEL 030-0354:

Atty. Emily Dunham of Reff Baivier Bermingham & Lim SC, representing Lakewind Corporation, asked to have Tax Parcel 030-0354 designated as Single Family Residential on the Future Land Use Map.

----MOTION by Commissioner Burghardt, second by Commissioner Schauls to recommend to the Board that the Future Land Use Map designate Tax Parcel 030-0354 as Single Family Residential; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 roll call vote----

REVIEW & MAKE RECOMMENDATION ON REQUEST FOR COUNTY CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT: AMERICAN BANK – JIM SMITH, SUNSHINE HARBOUR CONDO PLAT – TAX PARCELS 030-3001 TO 030-3050:

Jim Smith of Martenson & Eisele said American Bank owns most of the 50 units in the plat. The bank wants to enlarge some of the existing units using land within the current plat that had been designated for future expansion.  The total number of units will stay the same. He added that the name of the area will be changed to Waters Edge Condominium.
----MOTION by Commissioner Burghardt, second by Commissioner Schauls to recommend that the Town Board recommend that Winnebago County  approve the Conditional Use Permit for American Bank, Sunshine Harbour Condo Plat – Tax Parcels 030-3001 to 030-3050;  motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 roll call vote.
  The findings given for the recommendation were:

1.  It makes the property more valuable to the Town and the residents.

REVIEW AND MAKE RECOMMENDATION ON REQUST FOR COUNTY VARIANCE: JERRY LUTZ – 6384 LAKESHORE ROAD (FRERKS ROAD) – TAX PARCEL 030-0204-04:
Chairman Harvey Rengstorf said the County Zoning Administrator has stated that the Variance is required because of the lot size.  

----MOTION by Commissioner Burghardt, second by Commissioner Eagon to recommend that the Town Board recommend that the County approve a Variance for Jerry Lutz – 6384 Lakeshore Road (Frerks Road) – Tax Parcel 030-0204-04; motion failed on a 3-0 roll call vote----
  The findings given for denial of the recommendation were:

1. Not consistent with the Town ordinance.  
DISCUSS AND MAKE RECOMMENDATION ON IMPLEMENTATION OF AN OCCUPANCY PERMIT ORDINANCE: 

Tom Spierowski provided a list of items that he felt should be completed before issuing an occupancy permit. 

Commissioner Burghardt questioned the inclusion of a deck on the list since the deck is not actually a necessary part of the home.   

Spierowski cautioned that the fire code requires two finished egress points before occupancy.

Harvey Rengstorf mentioned that if the original plan shows a deck, the UDC allows two years to finish the construction. 
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Attorney Seubert stated that there may be liability issues if there were a fire.  

Chairman Eagon suggested that a final draft of the proposed ordinance should be considered next month. No action taken.

DEFINE “DRIVEWAY” AND REVIEW DEFINITION OF “PRIVATE STREET”:

Commissioner Burghardt suggested this item be tabled until Commissioner Murawski is present:
Acting Chairman Eagon asked that access to driveways along a private road, be discussed.

Atty. Seubert suggested that the Commission define terms in all sections of the Code in order to put together a future vision for the Town and then identify all existing private roads and/or driveways and identify them as exceptions. No action taken.
