Michelle Litjens expressed gratitude for the support shown by Town electors in the recent primary election. 
SNOW PLOWING CONTRACT:
Radtke Contractors, Inc. has submitted a proposed contract for snow removal in the Town for the season beginning November 1, 2010. The proposal also includes a 3-year option with future rates adjusted by the Consumer Price Index. Supervisor Eagon said he felt it is helpful to have a multi-year contract.   Supervisor Burghardt suggested that the contract should also include a fuel adjustment discount if the price of fuel drops below $2.66 per gallon. He added that the contract should also state exactly how the fuel surcharge or adjustment would be billed.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the snow plowing contract submitted by Radtke Contractors for a three year term with amended language to include a fuel discount adjustment if the price of fuel falls below $2.66 per gallon and with an explanation of how the fuel surcharge or discount would be billed; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----

INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH, DNR PERMT & ARCHEOLOGICAL SOCIETY STUDY:

 Supervisor Eagon reported that the DNR has approved the permit for the work at the launch area without an archeological study. Supervisor Benedict stated that a fourth slab was found in the ditch area and needed to be set in the water.

Supervisor Eagon reported the Fire Board met on September 13. The 2011 Fire District budget maintains the same level of funding as the previous two years.  Assistant Fire Chief Ed Quigley said the automatic aid agreement is in effect with Omro and Vinland. Quigley added that Chief Krings is chairman of a committee working on implementing the Mutual Aid Box Alarm System, known as MABAS, which may be used for deploying fire, rescue and emergency medical services personnel in a multi-jurisdictional and/or multi agency response.
