ROLL CALL:

Commissioners Jim Eagon, Jack Quigley and Chris Murawski were present. Also in attendance were, Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Sue Jones, Town Chairman Harvey Rengstorf, Building Inspector Tom Spierowski, Atty. Patrick Seubert and one resident.  Commissioners Dale Burghardt, Mike Schauls, and Scott Sitter were absent.  
Chairman Quigley read a letter of resignation from Commissioner Mike Schauls.

APPROVE MEETING MINUTES OF SEPTEMBER 1, 2010:
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Murawski to dispense with reading and approve the minutes of the  September 1, 2010 meeting; motion carried on a voice vote----
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Carolyn Hensel-Fixmer, 7110 Shoreline Drive described a nuisance problem she is having with her neighbor. She asked the Commission to help enforce easement rights on her private road.  Attorney Seubert explained that this is a private matter and does not involve the Town.
DISCUSS AND MAKE RECOMMENDATION ON IMPLEMENTATION OF AN OCCUPANCY PERMIT ORDINANCE:

Several examples of occupancy permit ordinances were reviewed and a proposed ordinance was compiled for submission to the Town Board.
----MOTION by Commissioner Eagon, second by Commissioner Murawski to recommend to the Town Board that modifications to Chapter 120, Building Construction, include the requirement of an occupancy permit and that the proposed ordinance to rescind and recreate Chapter 120 be approved; motion carried on a unanimous 3-0 roll call vote----
DEFINE “DRIVEWAY” AND REVIEW DEFINITION OF “PRIVATE STREET”:

The Commissioners identified different conditions existing within the Town and decided to approach the assignment by looking at the situations for existing roads, setting rules for new roads and considering code variances to address some of the unusual existing conditions. No action taken.
FARMLAND PRESERVATION ZONING:

Commissioner Eagon explained that a new State law will require that the County monitor enforcement of Farmland Preservation Zoning.  Chairman Rengstorf suggested that the Town ask the County to do an informational presentation sometime in January to better understand the requirements of the law.
