ACTION TO AMEND THE LAND USE PLAN MAP TO CHANGE TAX PARCEL 030-0171 TO RESIDENTIAL:

Supervisor Eagon stated that the Plan Commission had advised that the Future Land Use Plan Map must be amended to agree with the zoning change for tax parcel 030-0171 from commercial to residential.

BUDGET RESOLUTION TO TRANSFER 2010 POLICE BUDGET FUND BALANCE TO STATE INVESTMENT FUND PUBLIC SAFETY RESERVE:

Chairman Rengstorf said the County Sheriff had budgeted for new radios for the County squad cars and the municipal squad cars but now that there is a new Sheriff in office the budget might be changed. Rengstorf added that he and Chief Hanson recommended holding off on purchasing a different Town squad car until the radio situation has been resolved.
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----MOTION by Supervisor Burghardt, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve Budget Resolution No. 001-2011 to transfer $5,375.00 to the state investment fund Public Safety reserve account for future capital purchases; motion carried on a 5-0 roll call vote----
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Eagon reported there were a few ice rescue calls and the department had assisted at a Town of Poygan structure fire. He added that recertification is underway within the Department. Fire Chief Krings mentioned that the premiere showing of Airboat Rescue 1, a short documentary tribute to the Lee family, will be held at the Grand Theater in Oshkosh on January 22, 2011 and at the Finn ‘n Feather Supper Club on February 2, 2011. Chief Krings also said that the “Chicken Fun Night” fund raiser held last evening was a success.
