BOARD MEETING MINUTES

FEBRUARY 17, 2011 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, James Eagon, Thomas Snider and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Susanne Jones, Treasurer Patricia Angell, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Attorney Patrick Seubert, Assessor Troy Zacharias, James Bassett and Howard Schneider from Sanitary District No. 3 and three town residents.  Supervisor Dale Burghardt was absent.

----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve the Board meeting minutes of January 20, 2011; carried on a voice vote----

CorrespondencE:
Clerk Zobel read the following: 
· Letter from the DOT announcing a proposed resurfacing project on STH 116, between Young Rd and Ninth Street, The project is currently scheduled in 2017 and the DOT would like to be notified about any existing drainage issue within the Town’s jurisdiction along that area of the highway.

· Notice from the Department of Revenue that during the month of March employees from that office will be conducting field reviews of real estate sales that occurred in Winnebago County during 2010. The field representatives will have picture identification and a summary of the various automobiles that the individuals will be using was included for reference in case inquires are received from residents.

· Announcement from the DOT that they will be constructing frontage roads along USH 45 within the Town. The DOT has asked the Town to suggest names for the individual frontage roads. 

The Board will have the item for discussion and action on the agenda for the March meeting. 

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Matt Woods, 5957 Indian Shores Road, requested a review of the Indian Shores Boat launch repairs be included on the March and April meeting agenda.
PROPERTY ASSESSMENTS AND CONSIDER TOWN RE-VALUATION:
Chairman Rengstorf stated that several residents had asked him to put this item on the meeting agenda. He added that those residents were not in attendance this evening.
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Assessor Troy Zacharias handed out a detailed sales study of properties for 2009 prepared by the Department of Revenue. On approximately 50% of the arms length sales the sale price was below the assessed value. Mr. Zacharias stated that the last re-valuation was done in 2005 for the Town.  He suggested that the Board could consider a full re-valuation of every property inside and out at a cost of $73,000; an exterior check of all properties at a cost of $52,600; or a market update to review all of the properties at a cost of $42,000.  The quoted costs included the annual maintenance fee of $12,800. Supervisor Snider suggested the Town take no action and wait for the housing market to stabilize.

No Board action.

AESTHETICS ON W. LYNGAAS RD:

Chairman Rengstorf said he had received complaints about a few properties on West Lyngaas Road.  Supervisor Snider said he did not observe anything harmful to public health and safety and did not feel there was a need for the Town to do anything.  Supervisor Eagon said he saw no situation to recommend action. No Board action.
OLEN SHORES SUBDIVISION PLAT REQUIREMENTS FOR THE TOWN AND SANITARY DISTRICT NO. 3:

Chairman Rengstorf said this item was put on the agenda at the request of the developer but he was not in attendance.  Attorney Seubert explained that he had sent a letter on behalf of the Town notifying the developer the plat approval process must be reinstituted in conformity with the Town Code, and applicable county and state laws and regulations. Sanitary District No. 3 Chairman Bassett asked when the roads would be paved.  Chairman Rengstorf said that since the plat is not approved the roads can not be paved. Supervisor Benedict added that the manhole on Olen Trail leading into the development was damaged by the snow plow and Radtke Contractors is going to arrange for the repair.
ANIMAL IMPOUND & MAINTENANCE CONTRACT:

----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Eagon to enter into an Animal Impound and Maintenance Contract with the Animal Welfare League, Inc. doing business as the Neenah Animal Shelter; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
RESOLUTION SUPPORTING AGREEMENTS BETWEEN THE TOWN & THE GAB:

Clerk Zobel explained that Winnebago County has been processing voter registrations and administering elections for the Town. The Town will be taking over the process and this resolution is a Government Accountability Board requirement.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, Second by Supervisor Snider to adopt a Resolution supporting agreements between the Town of Winneconne and the Government Accountability Board regarding use of the statewide voter registration system; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----

RESOLUTION RECOMMENDING REPEAL OF THE PREVAILING WAGE LAW:

Chairman Rengstorf said this resolution was recommended by the Towns Association.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to adopt a resolution to Recommend the Present Prevailing Wage Law be returned to the 2009 thresholds; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Eagon said there has been very little activity with the District.
POLICE DEPARTMENT & COUNTY SHERIFF DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Chief Hanson submitted his monthly written report.  No Sheriff’s Deputy in attendance.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:

Supervisor Benedict advised some missing road signs have been reported to the County.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT
Supervisor Snider reported there was an emergency at the Town Hall when the large heating unit for the meeting room failed. He had Clerk Zobel contact a majority of the Board by telephone to get verbal consensus and approval to replace the 20 year old unit at a cost of $8,125.  
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Supervisor Snider attended the showing of Airboat Rescue 1, a short documentary tribute to the Lee family, at the Fin‘n Feather. 

Supervisor Eagon said that Radtke Contractors is checking with the State Historical Society about the delay in the approval process for the repairs at the Indian Shores boat launch.  

Chairman Rengstorf reported a feasibility study is being done on the Sheriff’s Department 911 system to consider a joint 3-County system.  The study will take 90 days and the decision about buying new radios will be postponed until after the study.
