BOARD MEETING MINUTES

MARCH 17, 2011 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Attorney Seubert introduced Court Commissioner Daniel Bissett, a candidate for the office of Winnebago County Branch 6 Judge. Mr. Bissett presented his qualifications and asked for support of those present at the April 5, 2011 election.  
Terry Zawacki, 6799 Olen Trail, asked if the Town could do something about ditches not draining properly from the Indian Shores subdivision. He also advised that he is not in favor of fixing the boat launch at the west end of Indian Shores Road because of traffic, parking issues and littering by boaters.
David Rozek, 6906 US Highway 45, asked the Town Board to consider naming the new East frontage road Rozek Road in honor of his family.
Matthew Sagorac, 6902 Sunset Trail, asked the Board to repair Sunset Trail. He presented a repair bill for his vehicle as evidence of the poor condition of the road and added that he felt the road condition devalued his property.
DOT RESOLUTION TO ACCEPT PROPOSED FRONTAGE ROADS:

    WEST OF USH 45 – COUNTY RD. G TO WOODLAND ROAD

     EAST OF USH 45 – COUNTY RD. G TO BREEZEWOOD LANE
Matthew Halada of the Wisconsin Department of Transportation explained that the work on two frontage roads on each side of USH 45 will begin in July and is projected to be completed in December.  All driveways will be eliminated from access to US Highway 45 when the frontage roads are complete.  Mr. Halada also mentioned that access to Highway 45 at Highway 41 will be detoured to Highway 76 this summer while work on the HWY 45/41 overpass is completed.
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Mr. Halada also explained that the Town would not receive road aid money for the new frontage roads until the year 2013.  It was noted that Breezewood Lane and Woodland Road will be closed this summer and that there will probably be lighting requirements for the new frontage roads.

----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Burghardt to adopt the Local Road Agreement Resolution for the maintenance and jurisdiction responsibility for a portion of the West frontage road from Woodland Road south to County Road G and for a portion of the East frontage road from Breezewood Lane south to County Road G, upon completion of construction and being open to public travel or no later than December 31, 2011; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
PROPOSED NAMES TO SUBMIT TO THE COUNTY FOR THE USH 45 EAST AND WEST FRONTAGE ROADS:
Supervisor Eagon said that since the east frontage road extends through two Towns, it might make sense to continue the road name as Steeple Hill. He said he also felt that the Town might want to ask for more suggestions from the community. 

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to place an advertisement in the Winneconne News asking for suggestions for names for the USH 45 East and West frontage roads; motion carried on a 4-1 roll call vote, Eagon, Snider, Burghardt, and Rengstorf - yes, Benedict – no----
CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP:

    JAMES SELLE, E. STATE RD 116, TAX PARCELS 030-0175 AND 030-0147
Attorney Seubert explained that the Plan Commission had requested that the entire proposed road through the new lot be shown as depicted on the Future Land Use Map and that the area east of the proposed road stub be at least 300 feet wide along STH 116. Chairman Rengstorf said he had spoken with the County Zoning office and they will not accept the depiction of the proposed road on the Certified Survey Map but did agree with moving the lot line to the east.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Burghardt to approve the Certified Survey Map for James Selle, East State Road 116, Tax Parcels 030-0175 and 030-0147 as presented this evening; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

FORMULATE BOARD OPINION ON WIS 116 WOLF RIVER BRIDGE CORRIDOR:

Chairman Rengstorf said the Village Board favored Alternative #3.with the Movable Span and have asked the Town to send a letter of support for that option to the Department of Transportation.
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Eagon to send a letter of support for Alternative #3 Movable Span to the DOT; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH REPAIR:

Supervisor Eagon said no further approvals are required and he is working with Radtke Contractors to complete the installation of the concrete slabs after the Spring thaw.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Eagon stated that the next Fire District meeting is May 9 and the District is going to be holding their meetings every 2 months from this point forward.  Eagon added that work is continuing on the effort to obtain radios for County-wide use. Fire Chief Krings has distributed his 15 year plan for the Fire District.
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POLICE DEPARTMENT & COUNTY SHERIFF DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

The County Deputy said he did not have any issues to discuss with the Board and he asked if there were any concerns from the citizens. Nothing was heard from the audience.

Chief Hanson submitted his monthly written report.  

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:

    SET DATE FOR ANNUAL SPRING ROAD INSPECTION TOUR

Supervisor Benedict said there is no money budgeted for repairs on Sunset Trail this year.  He went on to say that with the agreement that the Village will be responsible for all maintenance and upkeep on the walking path from Grant Street to Calypso Drive, they hope to start construction in May of 2011.  Chairman Rengstorf scheduled the annual spring road inspection tour for May 23. 

There was discussion about resurfacing Woodland Road. Matt Halada said that road may be used as a haul road for the frontage road construction project and the Town may want to wait until the DOT project is completed before any resurfacing is done. Mr. Halada will have the project engineer contact the Town to discuss the situation.
