APRIL 17, 2011 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

Supervisors Wm. Benedict, James Eagon, Thomas Snider, Matt Woods and Chairman Harvey Rengstorf were present.  Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Deputy Clerk Susanne Jones, Police Chief Brad Hanson, one County Officer, Joe McCabe of Radtke Contractors, Inc, Attorney Patrick Seubert, and 5 town residents.  Treasurer Patricia Angell was absent.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of March 17, 2011; carried on a voice vote----

PUBLIC COMMENT: 
The Winnebago County Officer asked if the Board had any concerns that his department should be aware of. Chairman Rengstorf gave the officer a copy of recent correspondence to the Board regarding public issues of concern at the Park and Ride located at County Road S and State Road 116 East. The Officer said he would refer the matter to his superiors.

PROPOSED NAMES TO SUBMIT TO COUNTY FOR USH 45 EAST AND WEST FRONTAGE ROADS:

Supervisor Snider said he received suggestions to name the East frontage road Rozek Road and the West frontage road Sohrweide Road. Supervisor Woods said the family names would preserve a piece of local history within the Town. There was discussion about the effect on response time by emergency services if the road had different names on each side of the Town lines. The consensus was that the two names actually would help in pin-pointing the areas for the emergency personnel.
----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Woods to name the east frontage road Rozek Road from Breezewood Lane to County Road G, and the west frontage road Sohrweide Road from Woodland Road to County Road G; motion carried on a 5-0 roll call vote----
Chairman Rengstorf said the proposed road names would need to be approved by Winnebago County.

AUTHORIZATION TO HIRE AN ENGINEER TO OVERSEE DEVELOPER’S CONSTRUCTION OF A NEW TOWN ROAD:

Supervisor Eagon explained that there is a proposal for a new Town road to be built coming off of Courtney Plummer Road before the Plan Commission. The Town’s Ordinance requires that the developer work with the Town’s engineer to ensure that the road is constructed to Town standards. The developer will pay the engineering costs as part of the Developers Agreement with the Town. It is necessary for the Town to hire an engineer to represent the Town’s interests.
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----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to authorize hiring an engineer to oversee the developer’s construction of a new town road; motion carried on a 5-0 roll call vote----

Supervisor Snider asked if we are still under contract with Martenson and Eisele therefore eliminating the need to bid it out. Chairman Rengstorf said there is no contract.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to hire Martenson & Eisele, if they are not representing the developer, to oversee the construction of the new road; Benedict nay, Eagon, Rengstorf, Snider, Woods aye; motion carried---- 
Supervisor Benedict said he would like to see the engineering services put out for bids.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to reconsider the previous motion; carried on a unanimous voice vote----
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to rescind the motion to hire Martenson & Eisele; motion carried on a roll call vote----

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to solicit requests for an engineering proposal to oversee construction of the new road; Snider, Eagon, Benedict, Woods aye, Rengstorf nay; motion carried----
INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH REPAIR:

Supervisor Snider said there is a lot of debris in the launch area now that the ice has melted.  Radtke’s have installed the concrete slab they were storing, and will install the final slab when conditions are favorable.  Supervisor Woods suggested putting a boat in the water to inspect the launch area further into the lake.  This item will be put on the May agenda.

FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Eagon stated the Fire District now meets every other month and there is nothing new to report.
POLICE DEPARTMENT & COUNTY SHERIFF DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Chief Hanson submitted his monthly written report and added that he will be purchasing new tires for the squad car.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:

DOT RECOMMENDATION REGARDING WOODLAND ROAD
Supervisor Benedict stated the Department of Transportation advised the Town to delay repairs on Woodland Road because heavy vehicles may be using that road during the USH 45 construction.
REPAIRS ON PAULSON ROAD AND SUNSET TRAIL:

Supervisor Benedict said he will be utilizing the money set aside for the repair of Woodland Road to repair Paulson Road and possibly Sunset Trail this year.
