The Winnebago County officer asked the Board to have an address assigned to the Park and Ride on County Road S. Chairman Rengstorf said that the clerk would take care of the request.

Woody Garrow, 6243 West Lyngaas Road asked if something could be done about properties on W. Lyngaas Rd. that are not maintained.  He will provide pictures and addresses of the areas. A review will be done by the Aesthetics Committee and this item will be put on the June agenda.
INDIAN SHORES BOAT LAUNCH REPAIR:
Chairman Rengstorf told the Board there is $25 left in the fund for the repairs of the Indian Shores Boat Launch.  Supervisor Woods suggested waiting until the water level goes down to assess the area and recommended discussion at the June meeting.
CONSIDER ACCEPTING AREA AT THE END OF OLEN TRAIL FOR PARK LAND:

Woody Garrow, 6243 West Lyngaas Road explained the historical society is currently doing a dig at his property at the end of Olen Trail.  Only 15% of the parcel is buildable and Mr. Garrow is considering donating the property to the town.  Supervisor Eagon suggested that the issue be sent to the Plan Commission for review.
