WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT

The Winnebago County Officer thanked the Board for installation of the E-911 address sign at the Park and Ride on County Road S.
RE-VALUATION FOR THE TOWN DUE TO ECONOMIC CONDITIONS

Assessor Troy Zacharias provided everyone with a list comparing real estate sales prices to property assessment values for the years 2009-2011. Due to economic conditions, approximately one-half of the Town is assessed over the actual market value of the property. Mr. Zacharias said he recommended that the Board consider a market update re-valuation. The cost would be $30,000.00 over the maintenance contract of $12,800 for the year 2012. There was discussion about the effects of not doing any revaluation until required by State Statutes. Mr. Zacharias said since the Town had evidence of inequities, it seemed appropriate to look at the revaluation now.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to obligate $30,000 of the 2012 budget for a market update re-valuation of all property within the Town; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
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REQUEST FOR LANDSCAPE INSTALLATION & MAINTENANCE ORDINANCE 

Sean Kelly, 6763 Sunset Trail, explained that he wanted the Board to consider an ordinance similar to the law that the Village of Winneconne has in place to control planting and maintenance of shrubs, bushes, tress and other similar landscape plants. He said he felt there should be a grandfather clause for existing trees and plants, but new plantings should be restricted to 10 feet back from property lines. 

Chairman Rengstorf expressed concern about the Town’s ability to enforce such an ordinance.

Supervisor Eagon added that many farmers within the town use tree lines to denote property lines.

Atty. Seubert mentioned that the Board should consider the fact that the Village is laid out in a grid pattern much different from the rural areas of the Town and enforcement issues in regards to lot line definitions could be difficult and expensive for the Town. Atty. Seubert asked if the Town had had any other requests for an ordinance such as this. He suggested they consider if this type of ordinance was in the best interest of the Town.

VARIANCE REQUEST TO THE COUNTY SETBACKS ZONING ORDINANCE: 


BRIAN & RENEE HACKER, 7124 SHORELINE DR, TAX PARCEL 030-1329

Supervisor Eagon explained the recommendation for approval from the Plan Commission.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to recommend that the Winnebago County Board of Adjustments approve the variance for Brian & Renee Hacker, 7124 Shoreline Dr., Tax Parcel 030-1329 with the following conditions:
1. The Town requests that the new structure maintain the same distance to the ordinary high 

    water mark as that of the existing building. We are concerned with reducing setback 

                averaging with neighboring properties and thereby allowing a domino effect that reduces 

                lake front setback.
            2. We request that the setback from the road be no less than 9 feet.
motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
INDIAN SHORES & BUTTE DES MORTS BOAT LAUNCH CONDITIONS & REPAIRS

Supervisor Woods reviewed a form he had created for yearly boat launch area inspections. He provided the Board with information he had compiled about the Indian Shores and the Main Street launch sites.
There was discussion about additional work that should be done on Indian Shores. We have approximately $300 that has been appropriated and not yet spent for that area. The proposed work is estimated not to exceed $950.00 and if an additional permit is needed, there is a fee of $50.

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Snider to authorize up to $1000.00 in additional work on the Indian Shores boat launch area with the understanding that only $700.00 is new money that will be transferred from the contingency fund; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----  
The Main Street boat launch will be inspected and an estimate provided for the 2012 budget meeting.
AESTHETICS: W LYNGAAS RD, CLARKS POINT RD. SUNSET TR., OLEN TR. & ERIE ST. 

Atty. Seubert reported that he had contacted owners on W. Lyngaas Road. that had unsafe and unhealthy conditions on their property and all had started remedial action to remedy the problems. The problems should all be taken care of by the first week in August. 

Supervisors Eagon and Woods reported that no action was needed for properties on Clarks Point Road., Sunset Trail or Olen Trail. There was discussion that the property on Erie Street appears to have some unsafe conditions and junk vehicles. That situation was referred to Chief Hanson.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Woods to approve the liquor license for the Butte des Morts Lions Club Carp Fest on August 14, 2011; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

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FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Assistant Fire Chief Al Andersen stated that the Winnebago County Board had approved funding for low-band radios to be used by emergency personnel throughout the County. The Fire District will have to budget for annual maintenance costs for the radios. 

Supervisor Eagon reminded the Board about the Fire District annual budget meeting on September 12, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. He added that the Mutual Aid Box Alarm System is expected to go live on August 1, 2011.
POLICE DEPARTMENT & COUNTY SHERIFF DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson submitted a written activities report for the month of June.
Supervisor Woods asked Chief Hansen to patrol in the area of Forest Park and Indian Shores Road on the first day of school. He also asked that Chief Hanson report actual times worked on time sheets for the department.

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict said that the work on Paulson Road is being engineered by the County and will be started late in the summer so that residents do not have to deal with a lot of dust during the warm weather.
Supervisor Benedict further stated that repairs for Sunset Trail may involve just fixing the areas at the lateral rather than resurfacing the entire road.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Rengstorf mentioned that the rewrite of the Winnebago County Zoning Code is expected to be completed by January or February 2012. The Town will then have one year to decide whether we will keep our own Zoning Code for areas outside of the shoreland scope or do away with our Town Zoning Code and go completely under County zoning laws.

Supervisor Eagon said he checked out an aesthetics complaint on Olen Trail and determined that the item could be called yard art and needed no further action.

Supervisor Woods inspected an aesthetics situation on Lasley Shore Road and found that the yard is in the process of being cleared. He added that he will follow up with a report at the August meeting.
