BOARD MEETING MINUTES
AUGUST 18, 2011 - 7:30 p.m.

CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.
ROLL CALL:

APPROVE MINUTES OF JULY 21, 2011 BOARD MEETING:
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of July 21, 2011; carried on a unanimous voice vote----

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
None

PRELIMINARY PLAT, FINAL PLAT & DEVELOPER’S AGREEMENT: 

     
OLEN SHORES ESTATES - TAX PARCEL 030-0086 

Chairman Rengstorf stated that the Plan Commission recommended that both plats be approved. He added that a new State law requires the Town to have the Final Plat reviewed to validate that it conforms substantially to the Preliminary Plat. The Town has received a written confirmation to that effect from Jim Smith at Martenson & Eisele., Inc.

----MOTION by Supervisor Snider, second by Supervisor Woods to approve the Preliminary and Final plat of the Olen Shores Estates Subdivision; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

Attorney David Winkel, representing developer William Garrow, said that the original Developer’s Agreement had been reviewed and he did not see the need for any changes. Attorney Winkel further explained that he had spoken to Sanitary District No. 3 President James Bassett and they had discussed the issues of concern to the District. Attorney Winkel said he felt confident the issues would be resolved and suggested that the developer would like to put down the first coat of black-top this year. A Letter of Credit was provided.   
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TRAFFIC STUDY FOR REDUCTION OF SPEED LIMIT ON RIVERMOOR DR:
Chairman Rengstorf said he had received a call from a resident on Rivermoor Drive expressing concern about speeding vehicles on this narrow road. The resident asked to have speed limit lowered to 15 miles per hour and said further that the speed limit is not posted on Rivermoor Drive, the road is a dead end road and delivery trucks are often violating the existing 30 mile per hour limit.
Chairman Rengstorf stated that in order to lower the speed limit the Town would be required to have a professional traffic study done at a cost of approximately $500 to $550 dollars.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to hire Martenson & Eisele Inc., to conduct a traffic study on Rivermoor Drive and provide documentation on the analysis of the appropriate speed for the road; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

VILLAGE OF WINNECONNE BOAT TRAILER PERMIT FEES:
Supervisor Woods explained that he felt since the Town supports the Village of Winneconne in areas such as donations for fireworks, allocation of Industrial Development Board funds to the Village and library monies, it would be appropriate to ask the Village to give Town residents a Village resident’s rate when purchasing an annual boat trailer parking permit.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict, to send a letter to the Village of Winneconne asking that Town residents be charged the same amount as a Village resident when purchasing an annual boat trailer parking permit; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

WINNEBAGO COUNTY INDUSTRIAL DEVELOPMENT BOARD FUNDING PROGRAM:
Supervisor Woods asked for some background information on the Winnebago County Industrial Development Board funding program. Supervisor Eagon explained that the Town had used the funds offered in the past, but because of the Town’s limited commercial properties, it was difficult to find appropriate uses for the money and therefore we had allocated our portion to the nearby Village. The money offered by the IDB is appropriated on a per capita basis and usually is around a $1000.00.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Eagon to send a letter to the Village of Winneconne asking for a report on how the Village uses the funds allocated from the Industrial Development Board; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
INDIAN SHORES & BUTTE DES MORTS BOAT LAUNCH CONDITIONS & REPAIRS:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the DNR had approved the additional work that need to be done under our existing permit. The contract for the work has been signed and will be delivered to Radtke Contractors.
Supervisor Woods said the cost estimate from Radtke Contractors to fill the south ditch on Indian Shores Road from Lasley Shore Road to the lake is between $7000.00 and $9000.00, plus or minus 20 percent.

Chairman Rengstorf suggested getting a price quote from Winnebago County.

AESTHETICS: W LYNGAAS RD, CLARKS POINT RD. SUNSET TR., OLEN TR. & ERIE ST:
Supervisor Eagon said all areas of concern have been resolved except for Erie Street. 

Chief Hanson said there are additional unregistered vehicles at the Erie Street location. Attorney Seubert suggested Chief Hanson issue citations to the owner.

Supervisor Woods asked to have property on Lasley Shores Road listed on next months agenda.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Eagon reminded the Board about the Fire District Annual Meeting on September 12, 2011 at 7:00 p.m. Fire Chief Krings added that the Mutual Aid Box Alarm System, also called MABAS, has been put into use and worked well.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson submitted a written activities report for the month of July. There was discussion about patrol in the area of Forest Park and Indian Shores Road on the first day of school. 

ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict said that the work on Paulson Road will start on August 23, 2011 and after that is completed the work on Sunset Trail will be started. Supervisor Woods suggested that residents of both roads be notified of the planned road work.
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BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Eagon said he would like to change the name of the Aesthetics Committee to more appropriately describe its function. 
Chairman Rengstorf announced that he will have knee surgery on August 29, 2011 and would be back to work in two weeks.
