CALL TO ORDER:

Chairman Harvey Rengstorf called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

Also in attendance were Clerk Yvonne Zobel, Treasurer Susanne Jones, Police Chief Brad Hanson, Assistant Fire Chief Al Andersen, Ed Quigley, Attorney Patrick Seubert, a Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department Officer and three Town residents. Supervisor Thomas Snider was absent. Board quorum present.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to dispense with reading and approve Board meeting minutes of August 18, 2011; carried on a unanimous voice vote----

CorrespondencE:
· The Village of Winneconne responded to the Town’s inquiry about how the allotted dollars received from the Winnebago County Per Capita funding where spent.
· The Winnebago County Solid Waste Board notified the Town that the recycle tipping fee would be reduced by $5.00 per ton and the solid waste tipping fee would increase by 60 cents for the year 2012.
PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Resident George Kontos, 5089 Washington St., requested that the Town Board set a time limit on excessive noise within the town. 
SEPTEMBER 11 FIREWORKS DISTURBANCE IN SEVEN ELMS SUBDIVISION:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that no fireworks permit was issued by the Town because the Town’s Ordinance states that fireworks permit may only be allowed by appropriate permit issued by the Fire Chief.

Chairman Rengstorf went on to say that Chief Krings stated he had refused to issue a permit. 

Attorney Seubert said that the Board could issue citations under Chapter 219.5 (G) which deals with public nuisances affecting peace and safety.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to have Attorney Seubert prepare and mail a letter to the Winneconne News, to the property owner, and to the fireworks display company to clarify the facts and give warning that in the future any such actions may result in citations being issued;  
motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
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TRAFFIC STUDY FOR REDUCTION OF SPEED LIMIT ON RIVERMOOR DR:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Department of Transportation requires more information and study documentation before they will consider the Town’s request to lower the speed limit on Rivermoor Drive.
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to authorize additional funds needed for Clerk Zobel to continue to work with engineers at Martenson & Eisele to meet the requirements of the DOT: motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote---- 
RESOLUTION TO APPROVE ZONING CHANGE BY WINNEBAGO COUNTY:

ROGER ROZEK - WENTZEL SHORE ROAD - TAX PARCEL 030-0211
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to recommend that Winnebago County Zoning approve the zoning change to A-2 (General Farming) for Roger Rozek, Wentzel Shore Rd., Tax Parcel 030-0211, in order to eliminate dual zoning; carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----  
INTERGOVERNMENTAL AGREEMENT FOR RECYCLING CONSOLIDATION GRANT:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the intergovernmental agreement that the Town currently has with Winnebago County and several other Towns must be renewed before October 3, 2011 to satisfy eligibility for the Recycling Consolidation Grant in calendar year 2012.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the Intergovernmental Agreement for the Recycling Consolidation Grant for the year 2012: motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----

RESOLUTION TO ADOPT THE EMPLOYEE GRIEVANCE PROCEDURE:
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to approve the Employee Grievance Procedure dated September 15, 2011; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES: ERIE ST. AND LASLEY SHORES DR:
Supervisor Woods said that the complainant on Lasley Shores Drive has purchased the property and now will need to complete the yard clean-up himself. The property at 5774 Erie Street was evaluated and no health or safety issues were found.

Chief Hanson reported that at 5800 Erie Street the brush pile had been burned but there is still an old refrigerator on the property that is used as a smoke house. He will check to make sure the refrigerator has a safety latch.  

OPERATORS LICENSES: BEVERLY J. NEUMAN, AMANDA R. LIBERTO
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the Operators Licenses for Beverly J. Neuman and Amanda R. Liberto; motion carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote---- 
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Eagon reported that the new County-wide radio system should be up and running by December. Since the County is paying for the initial upgrade of approximately 40-46 radios for the District, the purchase money that the District has been appropriating will be used in the future for maintenance costs and updates on the radios. The District has set their 2012 budget at $192,910 which is the same as it has been for the last two years. The District is also planning on the purchase of a new vehicle in 2012. Supervisor Eagon suggested that the town look at financing options during the budget process.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson submitted a written activities report for the month of August. 
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict said that the work on Paulson Road was completed for this year. The final blacktop coat will be added next year. Sunset Trail will be started soon. 

The estimate for ditch filling on Indian Shores Road has not been received from the county. The estimated costs for the Butte des Morts boat launch area were reviewed.

----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Eagon to publish a Request for Proposals on the seawall repair work at the Butte des Morts boat launch area; motion carried on a unanimous voice vote----
