WINNEBAGO COUNTY RESOLUTION FOR CONDITIONAL USE PERMIT TO

 SOLAR PANELS IN A RESIDENTIAL AREA:



JEFFERY SAUERBERG - 6188 CLARK POINT RD -TAX PARCEL 030-1302
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the Town does not have any ordinance governing solar panels and has followed the State Statutes.
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Resident Jeff Sauerberg of 6188 Clark Point Road described the proposed set-up of solar panels.

Supervisor Eagon expressed concern about the fact the Town code sets the maximum height for accessory structures at 18 feet and the proposed structure is at 25 feet.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to recommend that Winnebago County approve the Conditional Use Permit for Jeffrey Sauerberg, 6188 Clark Point Road, Tax Parcel 030-1302; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
FIREWORKS ORDINANCE MODIFICATIONS – CHAPTERS 165 & 237:

Attorney Seubert provided the Board with a draft modification to the current fireworks ordinance.

Supervisor Eagon questioned the need for listing hours in the code.

----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to hold the item until next month; carried on a unanimous voice vote----

TRAFFIC STUDY FOR REDUCTION OF SPEED LIMIT ON RIVERMOOR DR:
Chairman Rengstorf explained that the paperwork from Martenson & Eisele should arrive next week and then the Town will forward the study to the Department of Transportation for approval.  We have been told verbally that the study will recommend lowering the speed limit to 20 mph.
CONCEALED WEAPONS CARRY LAW-TOWN ORDINANCE REQUIREMENTS:

Chairman Rengstorf said that the articles about the new law that he has been reading have led him to believe that the Town might incur some liability if a sign is posted prohibiting guns in the Town Hall.

Attorney Seubert said that was his understanding of the law, also.

----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods not to post a sign prohibiting concealed carry in the Town Hall; Benedict, Rengstorf and Woods aye, Eagon and Snider nay, and motion carried on a 3-2 roll call vote----
WINNEBAGO COUNTY E-911 JOINT POWERS AGREEMENT:

 Chairman Rengstorf mentioned that the renewal of the agreement is annual requirement.

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Snider to enter into the E-911 Joint Powers agreement with Winnebago County; motion carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----

HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES: ERIE ST. AND LASLEY SHORES DR:
Supervisor Eagon said he had seen little change in the property, Supervisor Snider said the brush pile is gone but he was not sure about the refrigerator. The property will be reviewed again next month.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Eagon reported that the District did not meet this month.
Assistant Chief Andersen said the MABAS system was used at a recent fire and worked well.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hanson submitted a written activities report for the month of September. He added that he has been in contact with the Kuhns family about the unregistered car. Chief Hanson added that repeated attempts to cite Paul Winter have failed.
