APPOINT TOWN SUPERVISOR:
Chairman Snider asked that this item be moved to the end of the agenda.
WOLDRUNNER SNOWMOBILE CLUB REQUEST TO USE LASLEY POINT ROAD AND BALL PRAIRIE ROAD AS A WINTER TRAIL:    

Resident Scott Johnson asked if the Board had any concerns about the club using the road right-a-way as a snowmobile trail.  Chairman Snider stated he would expect the club to drive with traffic and put up their own signage.  Supervisor Benedict also added that the snowmobiles should stay on the trails at all times. 

----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to allow the Wolfrunners Snowmobile Club to use Lasley Point Road and Ball Prairie Road as a winter snowmobile trail, carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote----
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FIREWORKS ORDINANCE MODIFICATIONS – CHAPTERS 165 & 237:

Chairman Snider requested this issue be held over for a future agenda. 
TRAFFIC STUDY FOR REDUCTION OF SPEED LIMIT ON RIVERMOOR DR:
Chairman Snider explained that the traffic study has been submitted to the Department of Transportation and no response has been received.
MEMORIAL FOR HARVEY RENGSTORF:
Chairman Snider suggested that the Town plant a Colorado blue spruce tree at the Town Hall in honor of Harvey Rengstorf. The tree will be donated by BJ’s Nursery.  He also suggested that a granite memorial stone be erected next to the tree.
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to accept the tree donated by BJ’s Nursery and to authorize payment for the granite memorial stone for Harvey Rengstorf; carried on a unanimous 4-0 roll call vote----
CONTRACT FOR NEENAH ANIMAL SHELTER:
There was discussion about the fees charged by the Neenah Animal Shelter.  Clerk Zobel was instructed to get prices from other agencies.  

----MOTION Supervisor Egan, second by Supervisor Benedict to renew the contract with the Neenah Animal Shelter for 2012; carried on a unanimous 4-0 voice vote.

HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES: ERIE ST; AND LASLEY SHORES DR:
There was no report from Chief Brad Hansen. The issue will be reviewed again next month.

REAPPOINT CHRIS MURAWSKI TO PLAN COMMISSION:
----MOTION by Supervisor Egan, second by Supervisor Woods to reappoint Chris Murawski to the Plan Commission motion; carried by a unanimous 4-0 voice vote.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:

Supervisor Egan stated Winnebago County was paying for the original shipment of emergency radio and the district will be responsible for future purchases. MABAS was used for the first time in Winnebago County by the Fire District and it worked well.  

Chief Krings is in negotiations for a new truck that will be delivered in 2013. The town will be responsible for approximately $120,000 of the purchase price.

Chief Krings stated approximately 14 EMT personnel still need to be re-certified.  The next Fire District meeting will be January 9, 2012 at 6:30 p.m.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Hansen submitted a written activities report for the month October.
Supervisor Egan mentioned that the junk vehicles at the Winter property are still an issue.  Attorney Seubert said the process server has located Mr. Winter and the citations should be served this week.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT:
Supervisor Benedict reported that the seawall is installed and the small dock has been replaced at the Main Street boat landing. He went on to say that the work has been completed at the Indian Shores boat launch area.

The Village of Winneconne will be doing some work on 5th Avenue which will be paid for with grant money. The Town will be asked to approve the project in order for the Village to receive the grant. The Village is also planning to install a street light that will be on Town property on Grant Street. The Village will pay the construction charges and the monthly electric bill for the light.

Sohrweide Road is open to traffic and the street name signs have been ordered.
