PUBLIC COMMENT: 
Woody Garrow, 6243 W. Lyngaas Road, provided the Board with a Developers Agreement and Final Plat Map on his Olen Shores Estates development. 
Resident Douglas Sternhagen, 5541 Woodland Road, voiced a concern about the 55 MPH speed limit posted on Woodland Road.  He asked the Board to reduce the speed for the safety of residents and pedestrians on the road.  Chairman Snider said the Board would review the issue at next months meeting.

HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES:
5800 ERIE STREET AND ON TAX PARCELS 030-1149, 030-1149-01, 030-1149-02 HIAWATHA DRIVE

Chairman Snider stated there is a child safety hazard with a refrigerator that is located in the yard at 5800 Erie Street.  Supervisor Benedict said he would check out the situation tomorrow.  Supervisor Benedict also described the condition of the 3 parcels on Hiawatha Drive. He asked the Health and Safety Committee to view the properties.  Both issues will be reviewed again next month.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Eagon reminded that the Fire District Chicken Fun Night is scheduled for January 25th.  Chairman Snider mentioned that a newly proposed 5 story hotel in the Village may cause different equipment needs for the Fire District.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Brad Hanson provided his written report.  He questioned whether the citations had been served for the Winter property.  Attorney Seubert said the Process Server is still trying to locate the owner.  The issue will be reviewed again next month.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT: 
Supervisor Benedict stated that 55 MPH signs had been installed on Woodland Road and he was unaware of who had authorized them.  He added that he will do some checking.  He further reported that road repair work on Woodland would not be done until DOT construction is completed in the area.  The repairs on Sunset Trail had resulted in some rough spots in the road. Those road conditions will be reviewed in the Spring.
