Chairman Tom Snider called the regular meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. at the Winneconne Town Hall, 6494 County Rd. M, Winneconne, WI.

WINNEBAGO COUNTY SHERIFF’S DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT: 
No Officer present.
SPEED LIMIT ON WOODLAND ROAD:  
Resident Douglas Sternhagen, 5541 Woodland Road, asked the Board to lower the speed limit to 45 MPH on Woodland Road.  Supervisor Benedict stated that a traffic study was needed to lower the speed limit from 55 to 45 MPH.  The study should include observing the speed of approximately 200 vehicles, documenting the condition of the road and noting the lack of shouldering at this time.  The study would be kept on file by the Town.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Benedict, second by Supervisor Woods to post 45 MPH speed limit signs on Woodland Road and to complete the traffic study as soon as possible; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
Resident Dave Roland mentioned that the street sign at Roys Road and Woodland Road is gone.
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HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES:  

   5800 ERIE ST   Supervisor Eagon said the refrigerator is still in the yard and the door has not been  
     removed or secured with a lock.  Chief Hanson will talk to the owner. 
     TAX PARCELS 030-1149, 030-1149, 030-1149-02 HIAWATHA DR.  Supervisor Woods reported 
     he spoke to the owner, Mary Huettl, 6696 Lasley Shore Drive, and she stated that there are eight   

     vehicles on the property and she claims they are all registered.  Supervisor Woods gave the owner a  

     copy of the Towns nuisance ordinance. He asked to have this issue on the agenda for next month.       

     6497 CROSS ROAD.  
     Supervisor Eagon stated that no health or safety issues were identified at              
     this address but added that the unlicensed motor vehicles are still located about the property.         
     Attorney Seubert said the Process Server has been unable to locate the property owner.  Attorney 
     Seubert suggested that the Town apply to the courts for an order for access and abatement.
----MOTION by Chairman Snider, second by Supervisor Benedict to direct that a 10 day notice be served  

on the owner Paul Winter to remove the unlicensed motor vehicles.   If the owner fails to remove the vehicles within 10 days, the Chief of Police is directed to cause the nuisance to be abated under court order per Town Ordinance 219.7 (B) (C); carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 295 TO LOWER THE SPEED LIMIT ON RIVERMOOR DRIVE:  
Chairman Snider told the Board that the traffic study has been completed and the signs are posted on Rivermoor Drive.
----MOTION by Supervisor Woods, second by Supervisor Benedict to amend Chapter 295 to lower the speed limit to 20 MPH on Rivermoor Drive; carried on a unanimous voice vote.----
Supervisor Woods asked Chief Hanson to increase patrol in that area.
BUDGET RESOLUTION TO TRANSFER THE 2011 HIGHWAY & PARKS FUND BALANCES TO THE 2012 BUDGET AND THE LAW ENFORCEMENT 2011 FUND BALANCE TO RESERVES:
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Woods to transfer the 2011 Highway & Parks fund balances to the 2012 budget and the Law Enforcement 2011 fund balance be transferred to the Public Safety reserve account; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Supervisor Eagon reported that the fire truck has been ordered and is scheduled for delivery in late 2012. The Town’s payment towards the new fire truck is estimated to be approximately $105,000.  Chief Krings has also applied for a Federal grant but such grants are difficult to procure. The new radios have been ordered and should arrive in spring and they will be funded by Winnebago County.  Supervisor Eagon also addressed the possible need for an aerial truck if the new hotel is constructed in the Village. He stated more emphasis would be put on the fire suppression equipment within the building.   The District has responded to five (5) fires recently and the MABAS system worked very well.     
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chief Brad Hanson provided his written report.   No questions were asked of Chief Hanson.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT: 
Supervisor Benedict said he has been checking roads after each snowfall.  The only calls he has received have been about private roads.

Supervisor Eagon complimented Supervisor Woods on the IDB application.
