Supervisor Eagon stated that the Plan Commission had reviewed the proposed Certified Survey Map and did recommend it be approved.

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PROPERTY CONDITION AND UPDATE ON CODE 219-6 VIOLATIONS:

Chairman Snider mentioned that the legal notice had been in the paper.  Chief Brad Hanson 
stated he had served the property owner the citations. He gave the owner until the end of 
the month to comply and explained non-compliance would result in court action.

Chairman Snider questioned Chief Hanson as to where the impounded vehicles 
would be taken for storage; there appears to be no clear answer to this question yet.  The issue 
will be discussed again next month.

     TAX PARCELS 030-1149, 030-1149-01, 030-1149-02 HIAWATHA DR 
Supervisor Woods said he had spoken to the property owner last month but had not checked 
property condition since then.  The issue was held for next month.
RESOLUTION TO ADJUST MUNICIPAL WARDS AS REQUIRED BY CONGRESSIONAL 

REDISTRICTING AND TO COMBINE WARDS FOR VOTING PURPOSES:
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Benedict to approve the Resolution to Adjust Municipal Wards as Required by Congressional Redistricting and To Combine Wards for Voting Purposes; carried on a unanimous 5-0 roll call vote----
REPORT ON THE WINNEBAGO COUNTY IDB FUNDING APPLICATION:
Chairman Snider said he had attended the Industrial Development Board meeting and they seemed impressed with the Town’s proposal.  However, it was denied because the grant funds would not be used within the year 2012.  There was further discussion about the actual rules used by the Industrial Development Board.  Supervisor Eagon suggested the Town ask for a list of the specifications.  Supervisor Woods suggested the Town get cost estimates from a planner to help the Town prepare a business development plan for the County Highway GG/US Highway 45 intersection.  He also suggested the Board discuss the matter at the November Board meeting.  Supervisor Lang proposed the Town ask the Village to promote the Town on the Village website since the Village is the recipient of the Town’s IDB grant.
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT:  
Chief Krings said that the minutes from last months meeting had the wrong information about the fire truck schedule.  The new fire truck will be ordered in late 2012 and delivered in 2013.  Chief Krings went on to say that the grant application to help fund the new truck was denied.  The Fire District’s “Chicken Fun Night” fundraiser netted $9300.00.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT:  
Chief Brad Hanson provided his written report.  He also mentioned that he ran a radar check on Woodland Road.  He is compiling the information for the DOT required speed zone study to lower the speed to 45 MPH.  He also ran a radar check on Rivermoor Drive to monitor compliance with the newly posted speed limit.
ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT: 
Supervisor Benedict reported street signs on Roys Road were replaced.  He also mentioned that he had complaints about debris being thrown on the ice at the Butte des Morts boat landing and he had asked Chief Hanson to patrol the area periodically.  Supervisor Benedict also stated that he was going to have the ditch area at the Butte Des Morts boat landing cleaned up.  He also proposed the possibility of portable docking at the Butte Des Morts boat landing and said he would get cost estimates for consideration.
BOARD ACTIVITIES REPORT:
Chairman Snider mentioned that Winnebago County is facing opposition in regard to their Farmland Preservation Plan from the State Department of Agriculture, Trade and Consumer Protection.  If the State doesn’t approve the County Farmland Preservation Plan no landowners will be eligible to collect farmland preservation tax credits for the tax year 2012.
