CERTIFIED SURVEY MAP:

Supervisor Eagon stated that the Plan Commission had reviewed the proposed Certified Survey Map and recommended approval.

7:45 PM COUNTY SHERIFF OFFICER PRESENT: 
At this time the Board agreed to return to the Winnebago County Sheriff’s Department Activity Report.  The County Officer stated he had nothing new to report to the Board.  Chairman Snider mentioned that the Town had many traffic signs that were missing and/or vandalized.   The Officer said that the Department did have a lead on the vandals.  Supervisor Woods asked if there was any new information on the home invasion in Winchester.  The officer stated that the County had no information for release at this time.
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PROPERTY CONDITION AND UPDATE ON CODE 219-6 VIOLATIONS 
6497 CROSS RD – 
Chief Hanson reported that the property owner registered most of the vehicles but not all of them.  Chairman Snider inquired if the bus had been moved or registered.  Chief Hanson did not know.  Discussion about giving the property owner more time to comply with the ordinance followed.  Supervisor Eagon felt the property owner had been given adequate time and the Town should proceed with applying to the Court for an order assisting the abatement of the public nuisance.  Chief Hanson was told to start the process. 
HEALTH AND SAFETY ISSUES

5800 ERIE ST – 
Chief Hanson provided pictures of the refrigerator to the Board. He explained that the refrigerator no longer had an airtight seal.  Chief Hanson was told by the Board that there needs to be a lockable hasp on the refrigerator or it needs to be moved out of the yard completely.



TAX PARCELS 030-1149, 030-1149-01, 030-1149-02 HIAWATHA DR – Supervisor Woods spoke with the property owner who is recovering from surgery.  The owner assured Supervisor Woods that the unregistered vehicle and the top of the chest freezer would be removed.  Supervisor Woods asked that this item be reviewed in June.
ORDINANCE TO AMEND CHAPTER 94-1 OF THE TOWN OF WINNECONNE CODE OF        ORDINANCES TO EXTEND TOWN OFFICER TERMS IN RESPONSE TO ELECTION        LAW CHANGES. – 
Chairman Snider read the ordinance to the board.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Lang to Amend Chapter 94-1 of the Town of Winneconne Code of Ordinances to extend Town Officer terms in response to election law changes; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

ORDINANCE TO RESCIND AND RECREATE PART OF CHAPTER 9 OF THE    
     GENERAL CODE OF THE TOWN OF WINNECONNE 

----MOTION by Supervisor Eagon, second by Supervisor Woods to rescind and recreate part of chapter 9 of the General Code of the Town of Winneconne Ordinance to designate alternates for the Board of Review; carried on a unanimous 5-0 voice vote----

CONSIDER CLOSING HOURS FOR CLASS “A” ALCOHOL BEVERAGE RETAILERS – Chairman Snider said that the Town’s Ordinance was more restrictive than the recently enacted State law.  Supervisor Lang said he was in favor of changing our Ordinance to match the new State Statue because it would put our businesses on a level playing field with the surrounding communities.  
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Eagon to amend our Town Code Chapter 182-10 of the Town Code pertaining to closing hours for Class “A” Alcohol Beverage Retailers; carried on a 3-2 roll call vote.----  Supervisors Lang, Woods and Eagon; Aye, Supervisor Benedict and Chairman Snider; Nay.
RESOLUTION TO ADJUST MUNICIPAL WARDS AS REQUIRED BY CONGRESSIONAL 

REDISTRICTING AND TO COMBINE WARDS FOR VOTING PURPOSES:

Clerk Zobel explained that the Government Accountability Board recommended that the previously designated Wards 4A, 4B and 4C be numbered Wards 4 and 5. 
----MOTION by Supervisor Lang, second by Supervisor Woods to approve Resolution 002-2012 to adjust Municipal Wards as required by Congressional Redistricting and to combine Wards for voting purposes; carried by an unanimous 5-0 voice vote.----
FIRE DISTRICT ACTIVITIES REPORT – 
Supervisor Eagon reported training for Firefighters and EMS personnel is ongoing.  The District conducted a M.A.B.A.S. drill which went well.  Emergency runs for 2012 year to date were 29, as compared to 16 last year at this time.  No new information has been received in regard to the ambulance funding by Aurora Medical Group.
POLICE DEPARTMENT ACTIVITIES REPORT – 
Chief Hanson provided his written report to the Board.
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ROAD MAINTENANCE REPORT – 

The Board decided on April 10, 2012 as the date for the annual road survey.  Supervisor Benedict asked that the Main Street dock rehabilitation be put on the April agenda

Chairman Snider reminded the Board that the interchange at   US 41/21 will close on March 19th at 5:00 AM.  He also added that County Road M will be closed on March 19th for culvert repair.
COUNTY ZONING ORDINANCE – 
Chairman Snider provided the Board members a written status report on the Winnebago County Zoning Ordinance rewrite.  Chairman Snider also mentioned that State has refused to approve the Farmland Preservation Plan for Winnebago County because the State wants larger farmland areas in fewer locations.
Chairman Snider said the Hotel/Marina Resort within the Village is still in the talking stages and waiting for DNR approval.
